1 am ot tne opinion that a
great many of them do not know that
they are free, or what being Tree actual-
ly is. They have been born on the plan-
tation, as their fathers and grandfathers
before them, and they know literally
nothing beyond it. They are paid a
small sum lor their work, and are not
driven into their quarters by means of
the overseers whip as lornierly; other-
wise their condition remains unchanged.

DAMS IN PLENTY. I

Over a Dosen Great Beservoirs Over-

hanging Towns in Pennsylvania.

Altoona, Pa., being a mouutaiti city,
says the New York World, naturally
looks for its water supply at the highest
level. A dam has been thrown across
a stream 278 feet above Main street,
which impounds 00,000,000 gallons. A
timber dam 2,000 feel from and 250 feet
above the level of Arcllbald village is
all that keeps an immense mass of water
from descending with resistless force.
At Birdsborough, in Berks county .there
is an earth dam 875 feet long and !I0

feet hifrh. at an altitude of 200 feet
above the village, though no less than
25,000,000 gallons rest behind it. An
impounding reservoir has been lormeu
at Franklin, Pa., by a dam across a
ravine. Its capacity is 17,000,000 gal
lons, and thouirh the dam has so lar
proved satisfactory great danger exists
from the constant leaKage mrougii me
broken rocky strata at the sides. Han
over has 4,000,000 gallons suspended by
two dams across a ravine 175 feet above
the level of the town. In a ravine
among the Kittatinny mountains a dam
30 feet nigh imprisons ,uwwu ganons
which would have a downward flow to-

ward the city of Lebanon. There are
two reservoirs 183 feet above Lock
Haven, formed bv dams, and they con
tain 9,000,000 gallons. Mahoney City,
with a population of 11,000, has a dam
850 feet above its street level to restrain
a reservoir covering forty acres. Two
earth dams on Curtis' brook hold 41,- -

000,000 gallons for Shamokln, which lies
230 feet below them, while at Sanbury
there are 5,000,000 gallons held by a
common earth bank 131 feet above the
town of 7,500 inhabitants. Tioga, ra.,
has 14,000,000 gallons hung up in the
mountains by an earth daw.

Cuba is the home of
sugar. About 80 miles from Havana
there is a verv largo estate where this
product is manufactured.

A CUBAN TRAIN.

The cars which carry the passenger
over the intervening line ot rauroau.
are of old American make (neither Spain
nor tlnhn. nroduces mechanics!, and are
exceedingly well adapted to the
climate, being lignt, airy structures,
with comfortable, wide cane seats,
There ara never more than a dozen pas
sengers on board at a time,(the liavanos
are a stay-at-hom-e people, so me coiv
rlnr tnr. who is hralceman. and for all I
know eneineer. too. manages to fulfill
his flutma creditably.

Instead of flying past a poor,
breathless Dassenger.who is running at a

breakneck speed down hill in a vaiu hope
ot getting aboard, it pulls up, stops,
waits natientlv until he arrives, assists
him to mount the platform and does not
impose on mm an extra cnarge ior oeiiig
without a ticket. This is what I call true
gallantry in a railway. Of course it
does not reach its destination quite as
con in consequence, but it gets there

within a few hours of the time due, ana
this is perfectly satisfactory to the av-

erage Cuban, who goes slowly himself
and neither expects nor looks for speed
in otliors.

AN ELEOANT TURNOUT.

Tha sugar plantation of the Island is
altogether a colossal affair. The bare
machinery often ; costs from f250,000 to

500,000. Leaving the train at a station
called Marianaow, one is driven several
miles over a road composed of a succes-
sion of ruts, qualifled to overturn any
but the vehicle we have selected, inas-

much as there is nothing about it to
overturn or come apart. It is a sort of
box fastened to a ponderous pair oi
wheels drawn by two sturdy little
horses about the size of a full-grow- n

pony. These Horses wnicn one sees on
tne Jsianu are tne sunniest, tmunest,
weakest looking animals imaginable.
They are a rack of bones and wheeze
and cough like human consumptives,
but they never play out or die. They
outlive' their masters, defy fate and for
tune, and go on like the brook forever.
When they grow to.be veritable fossils
they are presented to the "Plaza rte
Toros," wfiere they are used to light
bulls. We had heard that road making
was a lost art among the Snnniards. and
we believed it after a drive along that
which led from Mannaow. We could
have borne it better had our prancing
steeds been less spirited, but as it was
we speculated mentally the whole way
on tbe probable cost of Pond's extract
or nrnica, and wondered if our funds
would meet the necessary demand.

COUNTRY BCENEB,

We flew along at such a lively rate
that we had only a passing glimpse of
the scenes through which we were being
rapidly whirled. We occasionally
cauglit signt or a solitary paim, witn
a group of little naked negroes in the
backgrounds a ragged cactus hedge, a
lean, hungry pig, a tumble-dow- n out
house, and Battalia, noorlr clad women.

Mr. Tansill, the founder of the house
ot B. W. Tansill k Co., is still a young
man, although be has been in active
business for over a quarter of a century,
and is now numbered among those ul

and prosperous business men ol
Chicago who have acquired wealth and
independence throneh their own talents
and exertions. Mr. Tansill wai born iu
the SUte of Virginia in 1841 His
mother died in 1848, and his father
being an officer iu tha U. S. Marine
Corps, the duties ot which required
cruises of three years' duration, the
subject of our sketch was practically
left an orphan when less than two
years of see. In 1801 he accompanied
his maternal grand "paents, Wceilia,
to Illinois, where he decided to remain,
Mr. Tansill is the lineal descendant ot
the Rev. Mason Locke Weems, who was
at one tune the rector of Pohie, General
Washington s church, and is fiuniliiirly
known as the historian of the revolution,
His works included, among many oth
era. the lite of Washington which con
eoutains the origiual hatchet
story. On January 1, 1SH7

lie married Morv E. Jlotter. of Clayton.
111., and it was in this town that he
flrst engaged in the cigar business. At
an early dste he became convinced that
Chioago was the coming city oi tne
west, and in 180S be decided to remove
his business to that city, where, iu the
great fire of 1871, his entiro capital was
swept away. Like a great many other
of Chicago's young business men, lie
was not crushed by this misfortune, but
making a fresh start in business, paying
his creditors 100 cents on the dollar, he,
for a number of years conducted one of
the largest cigar factories iu Chicago.
The enormous growth of his business,
covering as it did the whole country, to-

gether with the increased demand for
manufacturing end shipping facilities,
caused him to transfer tho inaniifnctiiro
of his cignrs to New York, tbe wir.ioin of
which move has been demonstrated by
the continued expansion of his business,
so that he now enjoys the distinction of
having the largest mail order ciyar
house in America.

The causes of Mr. Tansill's snccessnre
not hard to find. He is a man of orig-
inality and action. In carrying out an
idoa he has the rare faculty of adapting
the means to the end, and once satisfied
of the soundness of his plan, lie exe-

cutes it energetically. These qualities
are perhaps best illustrated by his
unique achievement of building up mid
maintaining a great businoss with-
out drummimr. It is needless tfl
say that this desirable result could not
liuve been brought about had ho not
possessed an intuitive Renins for
ndvnrtiain!'. It is Mr. Tansill's pol
icy to, in all cases, do better by his
natrons than he agrees to do, but bnck
of all this romains tho fact that he is far
too shrewd to expend brain and money
iu pushing sn article which lacks the
merit to back up its claims. His goods
are never allowed to deteriorate, no
matter what the demand for them nmy
lm. The wisdom of his policy is dem
onstratod by the enormous business
which be lias developed,

nrii'inator of tho celebrated "lansill's
Punch." This brand ho placed on the
market nearly a quarter of a cen
tury ago.
