Millet may be
gown for pastwe; oals sown in
August or September will make
the best of pasture for the early
antumn, and rys will serve o
follow after the early frosts. I
no other way can be found, some
of the best hay, with a liberal
ration of corn meal, should be
given us soon as the outdoor
orage has become scce, Later,
the small potatoes may serve ax
succulent food along with the
hay. Malt sprouts steeped in
wuler and mixed with cot hay
have nereased the milk-yie d
more than  pasture has done,
This food is very pleasant and
palatable te the cows, and  ex-
ceedingly nutitions and pro-
ductive of rich milk. It can be
purchased cheaply in summer
and full when it is not wuaeh in
demand. Bran and shorts have
ﬂl‘eat value both as food pro-

nets wnd tor enriching the
e, and cotton-seed  menl
fed with care and judgement is
valuable.  Apples are  worth
more o feed to cows than for

o Save all the howes fron the
tuble. put them in an old sheet-
iron pan kKept for the purpose,
and brown then slighty. Then

and-ax, or if you can afford iy,
buy a bounecrasher,

ne dust gshonld not be mixed
with the chicken feed. 1t is oo
stimulating and is liable 10 cause
enlargemeny of the liver in hens
that are not laying, Putit where
the hens can get it, and thosy
that want it, and need it, can
theu eat just what they care for
shd uo more,

Have a seratching place, and
do not throw the chicken gegin
down on the cleanest, hurdest
piece of ground you can find, bae
umong leaves, or in straw, and
make the hens scratch, Prupare
the scratching ground in a place
that is sheltered from the wind,
and let it be a permanent affair.

There is no profitin keeping
mongiels in your poultry-yard
when dore-blood can be had at
comparatively sosmall an ex-
pese.  Uniform chickens are not
only prettier and thus more sat-
isfuctery to care lor, bat they
may b fed (o a beiter advantage
thaa can o tHoek which is made
up of Inrge and swall,

Don't chear yowrsell with the
belief that once amonth is often
enough to clean onta chicken-
house. [t should be cleaned
every day, or at the farthesy
every three days. You wight
about as well leave the drop-
pings under the roosts as to
throw them just ontside the door.
Take them to the field, or under
a shed, and mix with any equal
quantivy of dry soil.

Don’t feed corn to laying hens
in summer; you might about as
well give her poison. She will
not only get too fat to lay bat
100 greasy to ent. At this time
of the year, a hen that can get
un occasional bug, will lay well
without a single bite of grain,
vtovided she be well supplied
with bran and shorts mixed n
with milk, twice a day, and all
the bones she cares to eat—
