Fruit growing has been tes-

ted in Southeast Missouri only
far enough to prove that very
superior fruit can be grown
easily, but few have made any
profit out of it. There have
been seveial reasons for the
lack of profit. Some, indeed
mint ot the obstacles have been
removed. The first great ob-

stacle was Lick of ti ausporta-tion- .

The second was a failure
on the part of growers to give
system to their work. There is
now good transportation fa-

cilities to a good part of the dis-

trict, but still the shipments are
relatively small. Many farm-

ers in ordering fruit trees se-

lect from too many kinds and
only have a few baskets of each
kind and them ripening; at dif-

ferent times. This scarcely
leaves a chance for profit. If
enough of each of the leading
apples or peaches or plums were
raised in any aceessable part of
our district this year or next
buyers wpuld go to the farmer
and purchase and ship the fruit
themselves, atid this is usually
the best pay to the farmer in
the end saving him much worry
and some money. It is now
demonstrated beyond a doubt
that Southeast Missouri is a
good fruit district. It lemains
for the farmers of the district to
avail themselves of the advan-
tages ottered by nature and
plant orchards with enough
trees of a kind to warrant ship-
ping their products to market.
It will surely pay Jif good va-

rieties are chosen and reason-
able care taKen of the trees.

Huilding ami Loan As-

sociation, 111 which the secretary of
this latter concern asserts that Mr.

Xoland has notified loeal agents of

such fcrrian organizations that they
can transact business in this state
without depositing a guarantee
fund of $1(1(1,01111, as provided by an

act of the last general assembly.
Mr. Noland' rcpli-- d to the "letter

by denouncing the statement as ab-

solutely false. This Dakota con
cern represents in the letter to Mr.

.laqiies that U pays .M per cent, div-

idend, and notifes .Mr .laqiies that
his photograph has been received
and placed in the office of the com-

pany. It. goes on to state that he
can sell stock in the concern to in-

dividuals in spite of the Missouri
law, etc., and that the organization
will endeavor to have the law re-

pealed. The letter closes without
asking Mr. .laqiies for a lock of his
hair, but it. notifies him that new
otlteers will soon be elected; that,

proxies should he sent blank and
that the old board will no doubt be
retained, etc. 1'iidei' the ruling if
the attorney general, neither this
nor any other kindred organization
can do business 111 this state witmit
making a deposit of a $10o,UU0
guarantee fund with the state treas-
urer."

It safe to say that Mr. Jaques
will have nothing to do with the
concern after having discovered the
true status of things, lie only
does straight business.

The anti-trus- t law pased by the
last Legislature promises some in-

teresting developments in testing
its constitutionality. Secretary of

State Lesuciir has revoked some Too

charters of companies duing busi-

ness in the State and refusing to
conform to the requirements of the
law. Some corporations have or-

ganized for a fight. Hearing di-

rectly upon the subject is the fol-

lowing from the Jefferson City
Tribune:

"The officers of the St. Louis
trusts are very detinant and express
their contempt for the law in plain
language. Here is a sample from
St. Louis:

'Mr. H. II. Stockton of the Sim-

mons Hardware company, whose
charter has been revoked, said:
'We arc confident that tl law-wil-

not stand, and so feel no un-

easiness on the score of the revoca-
tion of our charter. We did not
tile the required affidavit with sec-

retary of state because we could not
do so without telling a lie, and, act-

ing umler legal advice, paid no at-

tention to his circular. It would be
impossible to comply with the pro-
visions of the law and continue in
business, so, we have no idea of
quitting busines, we simply ignored
the request. We have legal opin-
ion as to our present status under
the law and we are not at all un-

certain as to our position.'
It remains to be determined

whether the trusts can openly defy
the law and the people. It is not
yet a settled tact that a few
wealthy and arrogant men can de-

liberately defy the whole state. In
time the Simmon Haidware com-

pany will discover that it has no
legal existence, that its contracts
are void, and that it cannot collect
a debt. Perhaps this kind of dis-

cipline will )enetrate the epidermis
of the firm."
