, SPECTACLE LENSES.

HowThar AreCnt 0t of Sheets! Glut
r: ' . . with UUtnond Sparks.

The work ol cutting is all porformod
with a. liny fragment of diamond,
known in the tiade as a spark. It is
not every spark, however, that will

nt-- a lens, says the Amtrirnn Jttntltr.
The sparks are mounted in the follow-
ing manner: A piece of brass wire is
selected, say of an
inch in diameter, a hole is drilled in
the end large enoush to admit the
spark, and it is set in the hole with the
point up. The outer edge or shell of
the wire is beaten inward, nnd holds
the spark tirmly in place. The wire is
then placed m the lathe nnd cut off
just b;iek of the sparks, turnine the
end hemispherical, using the point of
the spark that sticks through the brass
as a center. A piece of teel wire is
next selected, of the same diameter
as the brass wire, and the end istutned
in.-- ' forming a cup." The mounted
spark is then into this cup
and it is ready for the machine, which
works automatically from a pattern
and can be set to cnt larger or smaller
than the pattern. Before the mounted
spark is placed in the machine, how-
ever, it is tested by holding the bandlo
upright. If it docs not cut in an up-
right position, the point ia unsoldered
by means of the blowpipe and the han-
dle resoldered, leaving (he cutting
Eoint at the required angle, while the

iUelf is.,hpright. When the
spark is found to cut well . in an up-
right position it is then placed in the
machine, for trial. The glass is placed
upon a pad under the spark, the glass
varying in form according to the kind
of It-n-s being cut. If the . lens is flat
the pad js also, and if the lens" is con-
vex the pad is concave and must be a
perfect fit; for the better the tit the
more accurate will be the work; The
Jiattcrn and g!:iss travel ' around while
"the diamond remains stationary. The
life of a spark is short, ' some being
only 'one day, while once in awhile
they can be worked for a year. The
"woxknten average fifty dozen pairs of
lenses per dayi A good diamond will
rtfon an average 1,500 - dozen pairs.

The average lens meitsares four inches
around' and a dozen- - .pairs would be
eight feet. In cutting 1.500 pairs the
spark Would travel over a surfaco
equal to a piece of gloss 120,000 feet
long.-- 1 There ai exceptional sparks
tbat out for months. I now have one
which has-bee- n in oieration for fifteen
mouths and has out ,2U0 dozen pairs,
traveling, about 67,600 feet. , Wo us
two kjinls-o- f sparks, the Brazilian and
the Afriptn, and Uiey cost from $3 to

After a while the better spl rit
seizes you, and one day you go over to
the neighbor and say: "Give me your
hand. We have fought long enough. Time
is to abort, and eternity so near, that we
cannot afford any longer to quarrel. I feel
you have wronged me very much; but let
us settle all now In one great g,

and be goad friends all the rest of our
lives." You have risen to a higher plat-
form than that on which you before stood.
You win his admiration, and you get his
apology. But if you have aot conquered
him in that way, at any rate you have won
the applause of your own conscience, the
high estimation of good men, and tho honor
of your Lord who died for his armed ene-
mies.

"But," you say, "what are we to do when
slanders assault us, and there come acri-
monious aaylngs all around about us, and
we are abused and spit upon?" My reply is:
Do not go and attempt to chase down the
slanders. Lies are prolific, and while you
are killing one, fifty are born. All your
demonstrations of Indignation only exhaust
yourself. Yon might aa well, on some sum-
mer night when the swarms of Insects are
coming up from the meadows and dlsturb-Ingvo-

and disturbing your family, brine
up some great "swamp angel," like that
which thundered over Charleston, and try
to shoot .them down. The game is too
small tor the gun.

But what, then, are you to do with tbe
abuses that come upon you In life? You
are to live them down! I saw a farmer go
oat to get back a swarm of bees that bad
wandered off from the hive. As he moved
amid them they buzzed around his head,
and buzzed around hla hands, and buzzed
around his feet. It he had killed one of
them they would have stung him to deBth.
But he moved In their midst in perfect
placidity until he had captured the swarm
of wandering bees. And so I have seen men
moving amid the annoyances, and the vex-
ations, and tbe assaults of life In such calm,
christian deliberation, tbat all tho buzzing
around about their soul amounted to noth-
ing. They conquered them, and above all,
they conquered themselves. "O," you say,

that's a very good theory to preach on a
hot day, but it won't work." It will work.
It has worked.- I believe it is the last
christian grace we win. You know there
are fruits which we gather in Jane, and
others in July, and others la August, and
others in September, and still others In
October, and I have to admit tbat this
grace of christian forgiveness is about the
last fruit of the christian soul.

We hear a great deal about the bitter
tongue, and tbe sarcastic tongue, and the
quick tongue, and the singing tongue; but
wt know very little about "the soft tongue
that breaketh the bone." Wo read Hudi-bra- s,

and Sterne, and Dean Swift, and the
otber apostles of acrimony, but give little
time to studying the example of Him
who was reviled, and yet reviled not again.
O tbat the Lord, b, Ills spirit, would endow
us all with "tbe toft tongue that breaketh
the hone."

I past now to the other mihjeet that I de-
sire to present, and that is. Kivnxrx.i as a

saws or cseruuitss. In all communities
yon find sceptical men. Through- - early
education, or through tbe maltreatment of
professed christian people, or through pry-
ing curiously about the future world, there
are a great many people who become scep-
tical in religious things.
