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oronz; so also were her arms, nd one ot

With six oirt and the lateen sail (for the
wind bo served), we went swiftly through
tbe water, but instead of making tor the
nearest part of the coast, as I expected h
would.

DR. TALKAGB 60USJJS THE GREAT

GOSPEL INVITATION.

A Bermoa Preached la the Brooklyn
and New York Academies of Muio
Which Caaaed a Great Awakening.
Bbooeltx, N. Y., Jan. 11 Dr. Tal-ma-

preached the following sermon this
morning to an overflowing congregation in
the Academy of Music, this city. At
night when service was held in the New
York Academy of Muslo, fully six thousand
persona were massed in the large building.
A marked solemnity pervaded the assem-
bly, and at its close many persons in
various parts of the house, rose at the
invitation of the preacher to ask for
prayers for their salvation. Dr. Talmage
chose the following texts for his sermon:
"Come." Gen. 6 ; 18, "Como." Revela-
tion 23:17.

Imperial, tender and is
this word "Come." Six hundred and
seventy-eig- times is it found in the
Scriptures. It stands at the' front gate of
the Bible as in my first text, Inviting ante-
diluvians into Noah's ark, and it stands at
the other gate of the Bible as in my second
text, inviting the into the
ark of a Saviour's mercy. "Come" is only
a word of four letters, but it is tbe queen
of words, and nearly the entire nation of
English vocabulary bows to its sceptre.
It is an ocean into which empties ten
thousand rivers of moaning. Other words
drive, but this beckons. All moods of
feeling hath that word "Come." Some-
times it weeps and sometimes it laughs.
Sometimes it prays, sometimes it tempts,
and sometimes it destroys. It sounds from
the door of tho church and from tho serag-
lios of sin, from tho gates of heaven and
tho gates of hell. It is confluent and
accrescent of all power. It is the heiress
of most of tho past and the almoner of
the future. "Come!" You may pronounce
it so that tho heavens will be heard in its
cadences, or pronounce it so that all the
woes of time and eternity shall reverberate
in its one syllable. It Is on the lip of saint
and profligate. It is the mightiest of all
solicitants cither good or bad.

You must remember that In many cases
our "Como" has a mightier "Come" to
conquer before it has any effect at all
Just givo me the accurate census, the
statistics, of how many are down in fraud,
in drunkenness, in gambling, in impurity,
or in vico of any sort, and I will give you
the accurate census or statistics of how
many have been slain by tho word "Come."
"Come and click wine glasses with me at
this ivory bar." "Come and see what we
can win nt this gaming table." "Come,
enter with me this doubtful speculation;"
"come with me and read those infidel tracts
on Christianity." "Come with me to a
place of bad amusement." "Come with
mo in a gay bout through underground
New York." If in this city there are
twenty thousand who nro down in moral
character, then twenty thousand fell under
the power of the word "Come."

Now we want all tho world over to har-
ness this word for good as others have
harnessed it for evil, and it will draw the
live continents and tho seas between them,
yea, it will draw tbe whole earth bock to
tho God from whom it has wandered. It
is that wooing and persuasive word that
will lead mea to give up their sins. Was
scepticism ever brought Into love of the
truth by nn ebullition of hot words against
infidelity? Was ever tho blasphemer stop-
ped in his oaths by denunciation of
blasphemy? Was ever a drunkard weaned
from his cups by the temperance lecturer's
mimicry of staggering step and hiccough?
No. It was: "Come with me to church
today and hear our singing;" "Come and
let mo introduce you to a Christian man
whom you will be sure to admire;" "Come
with me into associations that are cheer-
ful ami good and inspiring;" "Come with
me into Joy such as you never before ex-

perienced."
I also apply tho word of my text to those

who would like practical comfort. If any
evor escape the struggle of life I have not
found them. They are not certainly among
the prosperous classes. In most cases it
were a struggle all tho way up till they
reached tho prosperity, and since thoy have
reached these heights there havo boon per-
plexities, anxieties and crises which were
almost, enough to shatter tho nerves and
turn the brain. It would bo hard to toll
which havo tho biggest light in this world
the prosperities or the adversities, the

or the obscurities. Just as soon
as you havo enough success to attract the
attention of others, tho envies and
Jealousies are let loose from their kennel.
The greatest crimo that you can coirmit in
the estimation of others is to get on bettor
than they do. Tbcy think your addition is
their subtraction. Five hundred persons
start for it certain goal of success; one
reaches it, tho other four hundred and

aro mad. It would tako volumes
to hold the story of the wrongs, outrages
and defamations that havo cczie upon you
as a result of your success. Titd warm sun
of prosperity brings into life a swamp-ful- l
of annoying insects. On the other hand
the unfortunate classes have their struggles
for maintenance. To achieve a livelihood
by one who had nothing to start with, and
after a while for a family as well, and car-
ry this ou until children are reared and
educated and fairly started in tho world,
and to do this amid all the rivalries of
business and the uncertainty of crops, and
the fickleness of tariff legislation, with an
occasional labor strike and hero and there
a financial panic thrown in, is a mighty
thing to do, and there aro hundreds and
thousands such heroes and heroines who
livo unsung nnd die unhnnored.What wo all
need, whether up or down in lifo or hnlf-wa- y

between, is tho Infinite solace of tho
Christian religion. And so wo employ tho
word "Come!"

But tho word "Como" applied to those
who neod solaco will amount to nothing
unless it bo uttered by som'o ono who has
experienced that solaco. That spreads
tho responsibility of giving this Gospel
call among a great many. Thoso who
havo lost property aad been consoled by
religion in that trial, aro the ones to invito
those who havo failed in business. Thoso
who have lost their health and been con
soled by religion are tho ones to invit- -
thosc who are in poor health. Those who
have had bereavements and been con-

soled In those bereavements are the ones to
sympathize with thoso who have lost
father or mother or companion or child or
friend. What multitudes or us are alive
today and in good health and buoyant tn
this Journey of lifo, who would have been
broken down or dead long ago but for the
sustaining and cheering help of our holy
religion! Bo we say "Come!" The
well is not dry. Tbo buckets are not
empty. Tho supply Is not exhausted.
There is Just as much mercy and condol-
ence and soothing power In God as before
the first gravo wus dug, or the first tear
started, or the first heart broken, or the
first accident happened, or the first for-
tune vanished. Those of us who have
felt tho consolatory power of religion have
a right to speak out of our own experi-
ences, and say "Como!"

"But," says someone, "you Christian
people keep tolling us to come' yet you do
not tell us how to come." That chargo
shall not be truo on this occasion. Como
bcllovlngl Come repenting! Como pray-
ing! After all that God hss boon doing
for six thousand yours, sometimes through
patriarchs and sometimes through
propheta, and at last through the culmina-
tion of all tragedies en Golgotha, ean any-ne- e

tbluk tbat God will aot welcome your

baps ft was oral, and at Its widest part
about five miles across. Its shelving

The town village, rather, though It was

the capital of the Island and the seat of
royalty consisted of two or three hundred
wooden houses. Some of them were rudo
in the extreme, being little more than log
lints; others were l irger and more preten-
tious, built of boar Is, witli verandas and
external Eateries, end brightly painted.
All were thatched, itnd being more or less
mantled with greenery and begirt with
gardens, the general effect was gay and
picturesque.

Two or three young women, w ith mot-
tled complexions, were pitting in tho ve-

randa. One was reading, another knit-
ting, a third seemed to be spinning some-
thing with a distaff; but as 1 had ncverseen
anybody spin with a distaff, I could not be
quite sure.

A Factory that Taras Thtm Oat bj
Tbaas Faats for Hoackpra.
How many housekeepers who do

aome sweeping themselves or have
other people do it for them ever take
the trouble to consider bow a broom
it niadeP To begin with, the sticks
mostly come from Michigan. They
are made of bass wood or maple, which
grow plentiful la that State, and afford
a material tbat combines the advant-
age of lightness, and strength. The
wood is turned with lathes into broom-
sticks, with a hole through each end
one of them intended for the house-

keeper's string to bang tbe instrument
up by. Some of the sticks aro left of
their natural hue and others are paint-
ed red, to satisfy the tastes of nil sorts
of purchasers. The rest of tho broom
is made of straw chiefly, and this ma-
terial is obtained from a sort of corn

grown expressly for tbe purpose.
loubtTess you have noticed the tassel

on an ordinary corn stalk. What the
tassel is to the edible corn is found in
the wisp tbat grows from tho top of
tbe broom cora, which bears no ears
at alb There are two kinds of broom
corn, roughly speaking the coarse
sort for ordinary sweeping and the
liue dwarf sort for "parlor brooms"
and whisks. Tbe fine stuff is plucked
by band, while the coarse variety is
cut with the knife. It is in bales of
800 pounds each that the, material
reaches such a factory as there is over
in Georgetown, which produces 75,000
brooms every year lo help scoop no
the sweepings of the District of Colum-
bia.

Perhaps you would like to know how
a broom is made. To begin with, tho
wisp tassels cut from the corn tops
must be assorted as tn length. This
process is performed by an expert who
takes tbe wisps from the bale and dis-

tributes them among a scries of com-

partments. The broom wisps thus as-

sorted go into tho hands of a man who
holds tbe broomstick in a revolving
vise with its eud projecting the eud,
that is to say, which is to be the broom.
This operator first passes a lino wire
through the hole iu the head of the
broomstick, and by the aid of a treadle
makes the length of wood revolve un-

til it has taken up three or four bind-
ings of the wire from a great coil

Then he grabs a number of
wisps of broom corn, to
lerve for what is known technically as
"handle stuff," fastening them to tho
stick high up with windings of wire.
All the time whilo the wire is wrap-
ping the straw upon the stick it is 111 ado
to bind more tightly by blows from a
hammer. Next is bound around tho
embryo broom what is called the should-
er stuff, with shorter stems, which, as
was the case with the handle stull, is
trimmed off close above the wire bind-

ing with a sharp knife. Stalks yet
shorter, from which tho stems hae
been cut off entirely, are finally wound
upon the outside with more wire, and
the whole business is clinched nnd
fastened where the broom meets tho
stick with a strong belt of tinued
brass, its corrugated edge bound down
with a wire so that the strike is made
ns much a part of the broom handle as
if it grew upon it.

Now the broom goes to the sewer,
who passes flaxen twine around its
middle and pierces the substance of the
broom through and through with a
needle provided with similar flaxen
cord, so as to bind the straw together
closely. Now it only remains to chop
the straw cuds of the broom off even
with a sort of cleaver knife, and to
comb the seeds out of them with a
revolviug machine armed with teeth in
order to make them ready for market.
A first rate broom is bought by deal-

ers at from 13.25 to $4 a dozen, nnd
sold at from (4.50 to $4.80 retail. Some
brooms, for heavy sweeping of ships'
decks and outdoors, cost $S a dozen.
The coarse straw is best for those. You
can calculate the profits of tho manu-
facturer for yourself when you nre in-

formed that broomsticks, white or red,
cost $14 a thousand, whilo the straw
is 6 2 cents a pound for the best of
it, and an ordinary broom contains
2 4 pounds of this latter material.
Broom corn that is slightly greeu is
much better for the purpose than tho
ripe material, because tho hitter is
brittle, and, on this account, to deceive
purchasers, it used to bo tho custom
for manufacturers of brooms to tint
their material green with tho fumes
of brimstone. At present tho same
effect is more cheaply obtained hy
soaking the stuff in a colored mixture.
Supplies of broom corn for this
country are chiefly secured from
Chicago and Philadelphia, to which
points the farmers ship their broom
corn product, consigning it to com-
mission men, who sell it to the manu-
facturers.
