{ THE EMBLEM OF PURITY.

The Wonders and Mysteries Con-
talned in a Snowflake.—God Re-
venled in a Frozem Raln-drop.—
How the Siamer May Become
“ Whiter Than Snow."

New Youx, N, Y., Feb, 8, 1801.—Dr.
Talmage's sermon this evening, which bhe
