| AFRICAN ANTS, =

A TFeroelous Varlety Which Devours
Everything In Its Path.

1 'There are a grent many species ol
. auts, some of which are found in vasi
numbers, says Dr. Chuillu in the Fort
nightly Review. The most remarkable
and most dreaded of all is the bashi
kounay, and is a most voracions
creature, which carries nothing away,
but eats its ;]u'e on the spot. It isthe
drend of all living animals of the forest
—the elephant, the leopard, the gorilla,
and all the insect worlts—amcl man him.
self is compelled to flee before the ad-
vance of these marauders or to protect
himself by fire and boiling water, It
is the habit of the bashikouay to march
through the forest in a long regular
line, about two inches broad or more
, and often miles In length. All along
the line Inrger ants, who nct as oflicers,
stand outside the rnoks and keep the
slugular army in order. If they come
to n place where there are no trees to
shelter them from the sun, the heat ol
which they can not bear, they immedi
ately burrow underground snd form
tunnels. It often takes more than
twelve hours for one of these armies to

pass,
When they grow huogry, at a cer
tain oommanmhich seems to take
place all along the line at the same
time, the long file spreads itself
through the forest in o front line and
atacks and devours all it overtakes
with a !nrg that la quite irvesistible.
All the other living inhabitants of the
forest flee before it. I myself have had
to run for my life. Their advent is
known beforehand; the still forest be-
comes alive, the tramping of the ele.
phant, the flight of the antelope or of
the leopard, of snakes, all the living
world, in the same direction where the
other animals ara lesing awny.

{on will come to the school tedcher, mok-
Ing her feel her responsibility in prepar-
ing our youth for usefulness and for hup-
piness and for honor, and will keep her
from giving a sly box to a dull head,
chastising him for what he caunot help,
and sending discouragement all through the
after voars of o lifetime,  This practical
religion will also come¢ to the newspaper
men, and it will help them in the gather-
ing of the news, and it will help them in
setting forth the best interests of soclety,
and it will keep them from putting the sins
of the world in larger type than its virtues;
and its mistakes than its nehievements,

Yes, this practical religion will comeund
