In 1876 I was in the service as a
scout on the Big Horn expedition.

Barrett the trooper and myself. Just
behind us was M troop of tho Third
Cavalry.

"Seeing something movo in the
sago Dush about 200 yards away. I
called the attention of the others to i'.
In a moment Cody said: It's a bear:
give it lo him, Billy!" and I banged
away. 1 ho bear broke cover and ran
to the creek, and all of us fired at him.
Some of tho bullets hit him, but he
didn't stop. Ho tumbled dfiwn tha
high bank and crossed the beaver
dam. Barrett dismounted, slid down
the bank and followod the bear aero S3

the beaver dam.
There was a largo pool above tho

dam, and between tho pool and the
opposite bluf was a rank growth of
tules. into which the bear had gono
out of sight California Joe shouted
to Barrett not to go into tho tukv.
'That bar'B hurt,' said Joo, 'and ho'll
fight in that brush.' All of us told
Barrett to bo careful, but that only
made him mad. Think I nevor
hunted bar before?' he growled, and
paying no attention to our warning, ho
began making his way into the lute

The firing had brought the troop
up in a hurry, and tho whole com
mand was strung out along the bluiT.
watching Barrett. Porhnps Barrett
had bunted bear before, but he did tho
most foolish thing I ever saw done by
a man in this world. Instead of hold
ing his carbine in both hnndsntul part
ing the tules with the barrel as ho ad
vanced, ho held it in his right hand bv
the middle of tho barrel and pushed
the tules out of tho way with his loft
hand.

"In a moment the tules closed be
hind him, and tho noxt instant his cap
bine came whirling through thoalrand
fell into the pool. Then came the
most awful Bhriek I over heard, (iod!

And there wo stooi,
more than forty mon. on top of the
bluff and not more than fifty yards
away, watching that death struggle on
the narrow strip of sand, the muzzle
of every gun following the motions ot
tho man and boar, and every linger
aching to press a trigger. Three men
of the plains and a whole troop of
veterans stood inoro with evory nerve
strained, and not a shot could be (ired.

A great
piece of flesh was torn from his breast
and the muscles and cords of his loft
arm were all laid baro. I'm worth ti

dozen dead men yet, ' said Barrett 'No
bar can get away with me, " and then
ho swooned. Toward sundown Barrett' s--

face began to turn ashy gray, and I
knew he could not last much longer.
The first ehill of the night breezo camo,
and I saw a little tremor in Barrett's
frame. I put a spoonful of brandy to
his lips and he opened his eyes and
looked at me blankly for a momont
Then he recognized me.

" 'Didn't I tell you, Bill, that no bar
could kill' and his chin dropped
upon his breast and his eyes turned
upward under the wide-ope- n lids."
