. Un the platform. near the front end.
was a small boiler house in the shape,
roughly speaking, of a truncated pyra-
mid, and ten feet behind it wasa franu
eleven feet high, on which were twc
sets of compound cylinders, and two
big wooden screws above the two sides
of the platform, and eighteen feet
apart.

Outside of these fundamental acces-
sories were a water tank, a naphtha
tank and an indefinite number of rods
and very small wire ropes, to give
strength and compactness to the
whale.

The many minor elements of tha
machinery did not at first catch the
eye, but all appeared in interesting
action when details were entered npon
later om.

It should be noted that the machine,
as it stood and as it appears in the ac-
companying pictures, was without the
side planes, and the big rudders of

cloth on steel frames, which are
mounted, fore and aft, on the main
aeroplane.

These are not used in the experi-
mental trials, their utility having been
established, as far as is possible, with
out a practical test in the air.

I'ushed by the workmen, the ma-
chine rolled slowly ont of the house,
and shortly stood v, on the track in the
park. It had completely filled the
workshop from roof to floor: but here,
with oily the sky above it, seemed
smaller and lighter.

The steam was hissing in the boiler;

*The prineiple 1 have worked on,
generally speaking. is that of the kite.

*'The lesser aeroplane above the plat-
form, or car: the side aecroplanes, or
wings: ond the flat-pointed rudders,
fore and aft, are designed to furnish
additional kite surface.

It is necessary to make it, however,
so that we can run it in acalm, against
the air, thus making our own wind, as
it were; and for this purpose I have a
railway track, and instead of cords to
hold the kite against the wind, I em-
ploy a pair of powerful screw propell-
ers driven by a steam engine.

“In this manner I can drive the ma-
chine exactly as I please, can ascertain
exactly how much the push of the
screw is, and at the same time find out
exactly how much the machine liftsat
different speeds.

““The machine is, in fact, a big kite.

*Should I fly it in the air with a cord
during a strong gale and then run my
engines, I should be able to find ont
how fast they would have to runin
order to take all the pull off the cord.
As s00m as the cord became slack, the
machine would be flying with its own

This is one of the surprises of the in-

Behind the serews, forty feet away
two men were squatting overthe dyna-
mometer, and indicating the degree of
“push” on a large index board for the
engineer to read,

The index marked 400, 500, 600, 700,
and, finally, 1,200 pounds of “push.”

The pressure was then diminished
below five hundred, and the command
er yelled: “Let go!" A rope was
pulled, the machine shot forward like
a railway train, and, with the big
wheels whirling, the steam hissing,
and the waste pipes puffing and gur
gling, flew over the 1,800 feet of track
in much less time than it takes to tell
it

It was stopped by a couple of ropes
stretched across the track, working on
capstans fitted with revolving favs
The stoppage was gentle, and the pas-
senger breathed freely again, looking
now u the machine with more
friendly and less fearful eye, as if it
were & rous bulldog with which
amicable relntions had been established
ond fear of injury was over.
