When equally used for moteiary pur-
poses the velue of the two metals, gold
wd silver, i thelr relation to each
sher, For more than two hundred
years prior Lo 1873 the world's money
was made from these metels and for
:his reason they were called “the pre-
sious metals.” When so used they
were praciieally of the same vaiue com-
mercially and for monetary purposes in
the different countries an {he mtlos up-
on which they were coined, and any
shange which took pliace In thelr re-
lation to cach other was not r.\uaedl by
any change It their annual production,
but was wholly due to changes in the
mint regulations of the different coun-
tries using them. These changes were
vory elight and did not interfere with
thelr uninterrupied inflow Into the
world's money stock Tor more than 300
YOArs.

In 17856 France, by royal edict, ndopl-
ed the ratio of 1514 to 1, and in 1803 her
nilnt was opened to the unrestricted
coinnge of both metals npon (hat ratio,
and this became the prevalllng ratio In
Europe. During the first half of this
century the annunl production of the
metals wag upon this ratio, abont three
of sflver to one of gold, For about ten
yenrs after 1840 thelr annual product-
tion wis nearly four of gold to one of
sliver, but during this entire period

| down to 1871 there was no proctieal

change in the telutlon of the melals to
ench other. The ratlo did not rise Lo
16 except for about two years, owlng
to political convulsions in France, and
never fell as low as 16, Fifleen and
one-hall potundy of sliver would ex-
change far one pound of gald In nll the
miarkets of the world, Aceounts be-
tween England and Indla were uni-
tormly reckoned upon the basis of the
oquivaleney of tén rupees silver and
one pound sterling gold, and thls wag
tha eglablished par of exchange be-
Lween gold and silver-uging countrles
during tho whole of that tlme. 8o
England, s gold-using country, and In-
Ui, & sllver-usging country, enjoyed the
full benefits of bimetallic money,

During this pelod an inerense in the
yield of either of the metals simply had
the effect of enlarging the volume of
the world's money stock without in
any practical degree disturbing their
relative value, When used equally for
monetary purposes tho facllity with
which (he colns struck from one of Lhe
maotnls take the place of the eolng
siriek from the other metal ln making
payments causes them to rise to o
common level, just as fluids In two
differant vessels with a connseting pipe
betwaen them will rise to a common
level without regard to whether one
or hoth of them recelve the supply,

Willlam M. Crawford, Scoretary of
the Trensury under President Monroe,
sald in his report, Pebrunry 12, 1820:
"Lilte fluildg, the preclous metals os
long as they are employed ns the gen-
eral measure of value will constantly
tend to preserve a common laval.
Every Wapintion from It will he
promptly correeted withonl {he Inter-
ventlon of law."”

ty, ineluding wages, shall be Hegradod
by falllng pricos, hut that money glven
In exchange for property shall eon-
stantly rige In value; that the only
standard of the nation's honor and In-
tegrity 18 a monoy standard that is
continually rleing in purchasing power
and which wsubjects the peaple to n
coustantly Increasing sacrifice to nh-
taln money with which to pay their
debts and taxes; and thls they eall
honest money,

The ndvocates for tho restoration of
pilver are simply pleading for an ep-
lnrgement of the volume of our elren-
latlon by re-adopting the money soale
of vialuation as it exlsted prior to 1870,
when it waa clandestinely and without
exciting observation changed., Thaiy
entire elnim and the reason for mak-
Ing 1t 12 clearly stated by Hamilton 'n
his Mint Report of 1782, whers ho
anys! “It Is mopt advisable not to at-
tach the unit excluslyely to elther
moetal, for this cannot he done effecbi.
nlly without depriving one of them of
the character and ofMce of money and
reducing It to the situution of mero
merchandlse. To annul the use nof
elther of the metals as money Is to
abridge the quantity of the elreulnting
medium and s liable to all the objop-
tlons which rige from.a comparisan of
the benefita of a full witl the evils of
a seanty clreulution.” And JeWerson
wrote to Hamilton In Fehruary, 1793,
saying: "1 return you your Mint Re-
port, which I have read with a great
deal of satisfection. I concur with yon
In thinking that the unit must stand
upon both metals."

The, advoestes of sllver oolnage
wonld place the dollar, or unit of valu-
atlon, upon both metals instead of con-
fining it excluslvely to one of them, In
order that the country may enjoy tho
benefits of a full and not be subfsoted
to the evils of a seanty clrculatlon.

Sueh, however, Is contrary to
the facts, The decling In gllver glves
Mexico a tremendous businezs hoom in
all its internal industries, Again: the
Bun of Saturday In a similar article
gaye the reader to understand that the
fall In sllver was producing ruin in
Mexico and threatening Mexico with
bankruptey and consequent eelf-im-
posed repudiation. Quite the contrary
I8 the facl, as was clearly shown in this
column Tuesday Inst. Mexico was
NEVEer o prosperous ps now, and the
lower sllver goes the greater the
premium upon Mexies becoming self-
sustaloing fn all lines of production,
and the greater its power to destroy
every industry earried on in every gold
basls country, Includlng our own, in the
world,  With sllver ol 26 or 80 cents
gold for u Mexican doilar, Mexico can
cominand, under existing laws, almost
anything of gold besis natlons. Mem-
bers of our stock and other exchanges
have not yet taken In the full signifi-
cance of how this matter bears upon
thelr husiness.

Almost every gold paper in the coun-
try la chuokling with delight over the
recent diseoverles of gold In the Klon-
dike reglon, declaring that it will effee-
tually kUL the “sflver eoraze.' 'The
“silver eraze" hns been killed so often
that wo are skeptical this time. Sull
wo will trouble ourgelves enough (o
ask how the killing proeess Is 1o take
place, The answer |s, of course, that
it will furnlsh so much gold that the
argument of its Insufelency will lose
all of Its force.  As uaual, the gold men
fall to see that thelr argument (7)
works both ways and lUterally euts the
ground from wunder thelr own feel,
They have Insisted stubbornly, dogged-
Iy, that there was alveady plenty of
gold, and that the elnlm of ts searelty
wad fales,  Now, if we sirendy had
zold enongh, it necessarily follows that
an immensge production of new gold in
Klondike will glve us too much, and
wir are a lttle curlons to know just
what they propose to do about it. How
they will save the people from the aw-
ful congequences of having too mueh
money! Again, If an enormons produc-
tion of gold kills the “sllver croge™ it
ean only be by making gold so abund-
ant that it will be “cheap.," Unless it
become cheaper—thal is, unless It ralse
prices, it will not relieve the situation
at all, It will have np effect whatever,
But they tell us that cheap money is
not only “dlishonest,” but in the high-
egt degree injurlons, So we are al &
lors TR why tirey shenkt be dnthe
peventh heaven of happiness over the
great gold dlscoverles which they as-
gume to have been made. They eyi-
dently do not reallze the extent of thelr
eril, If they can only escape the hor-
rorg of “cheap gllver” by falling into
the diabolieal arms of "cheap gold™ it
appenrs to be (with them) a veritable
case of "King Log and King Stock."

The Retura of Freaperity,

From the Naticnal Bimetalllst: It la
amazing to note how many highly in.
talligent men take a purely auperficial
view of ecomomic and business mat-
tera,

In pothing hes this been more strik-
Ingly manifested than in the “talk™ of
business men and trade journals abott
the “prosperity” which it ls clainied
has so suddenly burst upou us

Not only In It assumad (hat we have
“proaperity” in a substantial form, buat
it is further nssumed that It has come
to stay.

It is not atrango that bull speculators
on boards of trade and stock exchanges
indulge In such talk, for It Is thelr busi-
nesa to boom prices. But It is Incom-
prehensible that grave, careful business
men all over the country—men whose
success dopends not upon mere spurts,
but upon the malntenance of favorable
conditions year after year—should take
up and re-echo the cry without looking
below the surface to ascertaln whether
the alleged prosperity of to-day rests
upon a solid basls,

That there {s n sharp spurt of spee-
nlation in Wall street no one will deny,
That some mills and factories have re-
sumed operations after a period of idle-
ness will be readily admitted,

That wheat has scored a substantial
advance In price {s a recognised fact,
and that the prices of a few other
staples have ghown a glight tendency to
rige may be conceded.

Hut a spasm of gpeculation on the
stock exchange does not constitate
“prosperily.” The starting of some
idle factories merely to replenish
stocks exhausted by several years of
busdiness paralysis does not constitute
“prosperity.” A rise of wheat, result-
Ing from fomine conditions In other
countries, does not constitute “pros-
perity.” A small fractionnl rise of oth-
or breadstulls elther In sympathy with
wheat or as n result of speculation,
does not conslitute “prosperity,” and
most surely a rise in the price of man-
nfactured product, as In the cape of
crockery, resulting from higher tarlff,
falls & long way short of “prosperity.”
When stocks rise as the result of ex-
cited speculation, there Is always a re-
action to come,

When mlills resume merely Lo replen-
Ish exhausted stocks, they are certain
to suspend ngain before very long un-
less the buying power of the peopla Is
Increased,

When wheat rises in consequence of
crop fallures in other countries, it e
an ahnormnl condition which In the
very mnature of things must be tempo-
rary.

When the prices of other hreadstufls
rlse, either from the same cause or
marely In o speculative wiy, that must
also be of short duration, and when
the pricea of certain things are ralsed
by the imposition of o higher tariff,
It Is a posltive injury.

The Bimetallle Farce. i

In commenting on the British gov-
roment’'s marble heart toward the bl
metallie envoys, the Westminster Gas
zetle, on Saturdny, remarked: “Every-
bhody knows that the mission ol the sil-
ver envoys Is a farce of the baldest
kind.,” What has made it 80, wo won-
der? Is it because the bona fides of
Prosident MeKinley In sending out a
himetallle commisslon to plepse Silver
Republicans and then sending in a
greenback-desiroying currency com-
mission message to please Gold Repul-
lieans is open to questlon? We hope
not, O course, It is falrly concelvable
that, while Mr, MeKinley supposedly
wonld ke to “do something for sliver,”
he might be willing to do a good deal
for gold.
