alas, when It comes It s a hurrled
serawl, and says: “All well, Every-
thing much the same as ever' But
we all share In the gencral condemnio-
tion. We neglect to write the little
waord of congratulation when some hap-
piness comes to a friend, or to send a
line of sympathy for thelr sorrow, yet
these are little golden links in the
chaln of life that bind people to ua
They show thit we have not forgotten
them, and so our notes might become
white- winged carrier doves that would
e messengers of peace and good will
if only we would take the time and
thought and trouble to write them, Fa-
eility In letter writing, as in any other
accomplishment, only comes with prac-
tiee, and It 18 thme we Inaugurated a
much-needed reform and went back
anid recovered the lost art of lelter
writing.
