Darkening Counsel.

From the Chicago Democrat: It Is
amusing to watch the contortions of
administration defenders to avoid the
conclusions forced upon them by Have-meyer- 's

testimony before the industrial
commission that the protective tariff
is the mother of trusts. As a mauer
of fact, all the explanations offered by
the trust-boun- d and trust-boug- Re-
publican administration simply result
In darkening counsel. One of the lat-
est and most ridiculous arguments put
forth by the administration Is that ol
Secretary Wilson, who gets so mixed
up that he proves the proposition of his
opponent while endeavoring to dis-
prove It. As secretary of agriculture,
Wilson was expected to say something
which would appeal to the farmers,
who are not protected by the tariff and
who might naturally be expected tc
take cognizance of Havemeyer's bold
assertion. And thus does Secretary
Wilson, referring to Havemeyer, ruBh
recklessly into the Imminent, deadlj
breach:

"Of course, nobody else agrees with
him. I doubt very much If Mr. Have-
meyer believes It himself, because he
was down at the capital when the tariff
bill was being framed and Industrious-
ly engaged In asking for protection foi
bis particular line of business."

Isn't that a startling bit of loglcl
Havemeyer is a trust magnate. Have-
meyer lobbied for protection; therefore
protection Is not good for trusts. Was
there ever constructed a more glaring
non sequltur? Wilson says Havemeyer
asked for protection, and Wilson al-
leges this is a proof that protection Is
not the mother of trusts. Havemeyer
worked for protection because It meant
millions of dollars' profit for the Su-
gar Trust. Wilson's argument Is rank
nonsense. McKlnley should give his
secretary of agriculture a lesson in
logic.

EDUCATINQ SILK WORKERS.
Moaua Taken to Maka Them Do Beauti-

ful and Porfect Work.
In a pamphlet on agriculture, re-

cently Issued by the state department,
United States Consul Brunot, at St.
Etienne, gives an Interesting account
of the French method of cultivating
silk worms, says the Manufacturer. He
says: "The term 'education' comprises
all the care bestowed on the silk
worms from the moment they are
hatched to the completion of the
cocoons. The life of the Insect Is di-

vided Into five periods, or ages, of five
or six days' duration for the first three
or four, while the fifth Is from ten to
eleven days, each period being marked
by a molt. Six light repasts are ,iven
each day during the first two periods
the first In the early morning and the
last late at night while four abund-
ant meals are considered sufficient for
the two following periods, Increased
to six In the fifth period. The French
cultivators believe that the number of
repasts Is Important for the quality of
the silk. About 1,600 pounds of leaves
are necessary for 5,000 silk worms pro-

duced from one ounce of grain. The
'education' lasts from twenty-eig- to
thirty-tw-o days, but many silk-wor-

raisers cut this period short two or
three days by maintaining an in-

creased temperature of between 68 and
77 degrees Fahrenheit. The person In-

trusted with the care of the worms is
obliged to remain In the room night
and day, so great is the degree of im-

pressionability of the Insect. A storm,
a gust of wind, a sudden lowering of
the temperature, a repast given with

leaves or some other
apparently trifling accident, would be

sufficient to destroy in one moment the
most brilliant expectations. In order
to prevent overcrowding by the
worms, the custom Is to lay on them
sheets of clean paper perforated wita
a series of holes corresponding to the
size of the Insects, the food being

placed on top of the paper. The worms

paS3 through the holes and climb up

on the leaves. When a sufficient num-

ber is collected In this way the paper
is removed to one of the vacant
shelves. The same operation Is begun

gain and repeated until all the worms
have been removed from the place they
first occupied, when the shelves are
cleaned of the debris. The latter op-

eration is also repeated after each
molting period. About the sixth day of
the fifth or last period the attendant
commences to line the spaces between

the shelves with twigs of briar, broom

or oak, placing them in an upright po-

sition at a distance of about a foot
apart, and disposed In the form of an
arch or a vine trellis. On the ninth
day the silk worms climb up these
branches in large numbers and ciioose
a place for spinning their cocoons,

which they complete In four days. The
cocoons are collected the seventh day
after the worms have climbed the
briars. In order to be certain that
they have finished their work and have
undergone the transformation into
chrysalids, a few cocoons are taken up

in the hands and shaken. If a shock
is felt the chrysalids are formed and
the branches are removed. The follow-

ing day the loose silk is taken from
the cocoons, an operation styled here
"debavage." The cocoons are then
ready for market. The maximum
amount of cocoons which one ounce
of grain, comprising 5,000 worms, fur-

nishes, Is 130 pounds, but a return of
80 pounds is considered very satisfac-
tory. From 625 to 1,100 cocoons are
required to make one pound of silk.
The total amount of cocoons produced
annually In France Is about 20,000,000

pounds.

TO BRINQ ABOUT SLEEP.

The Half Hour Before Bedtime Should
Be Quietly Spent

Difficulties in going to sleep are
sometimes physical more than mental,
says the Spectator. . The physical, un-

der ordinary circumstances, are due to
the circulation. The following are a
few practical hints: Some sleep better
half sitting up with three pillows,
some better with none; some with lit-

tle covering, some with much. Hot
drinks or a hot bath just before sleep,
hot bottles to the feet, are often useful.
Tobacco often Increases sleeplessness.
Sometimes, after long waking, a small
meal will bring sleep. Some, espe-

cially invalids, will wake after two
or three hours; a cup of hot, fresh tea
will often send them to sleep again.
Sometimes the darkness seems exciting
and one can sleep with a lighted can-

dle. Intermittent noises, as of a rat-

tling window, are always bad, but a
continuous noise Is often a lullaby.

Moderate fatigue aids, but exhaustion
prevents sleep. Oftenest sleeplessness
