Seldom has this record been
equaled. All the oviginal members
ol Washington's cabinet wore out
before the end of their chief's ser-
vice, but this continued during eight
years, and the cubivet then had
only fonr members—tbe hends of
the state, treasury wod war depart-
meunts, respectively, and the attor
vey-general. Theve was o clean
sweep daving President Adams
four years, but Adams hud adopted
all the members of Washington's
cabinet as it existed at the latter's
retivement, and most of them
were never in harmony with him.
A new cabinet post, that of secve-
tary of the navy, was created in
Adams’ termm, but the incumbent
disngreed with his chief, and he,
too, had to go,

The only other presidents who
have had such sweeping changes in
Lhieir cabinets us bave occurred in
the past two years were Jaokson
and Tyler. Tho “Peggy O'Neill
war'' in Jackson's case cavsed, in
about two vears, the retiroment of
five out of the six members which
the cubinet bud then. On account
of the bank fight ull of Tyler's cab-
inet exeept one, the secretary of
state, retired in less than hulf
vear after Tyler's service bLegnn,
Taylor's entire eabinet went out in
a year and a third, but thig wus be
canse of the death of their chief.
Mony changes occurved in the
Juhnson wawd Grant cabinets, but
not us many in the spme length of
time ns in President MeKinley's.

Al presidents, of course, when
they enter office are unXious to re-
tuin their cabinets unbroken 1o tha
ond of their service.  All have fuil-
od, however, in Lhis vespeot except
oue. President Pierce's was the
only eabinet in American history
which remained unbroken unul the
close of tho prosidental torm. Three
of tho sevon members of Pierce's
council—<Willinm K. Marey, secro
tury of state; Joffernon Divik,
socrelary of war, and Culeb Cush.
Ing, attorney-genersl—were men of
marked influsnce and ability, John
Snluny Adams slmost egqualed the
