Gen. Gordon at a Revival.
General John B. Gordon, Com-

mander in Chief of the Unitod Con-

federate veterans, who is on a

lecturing tour in Texas, nttonded
tho revival meeting in Gatesvillo,
Coryell County, conductod by Abo

Mulkey, and at the conclusion of

tho sermon the evangelist culled on

him for remarks.
General Gordon responded from

bis placo on the platform near tho

preacher in one of the most power
ful exhortations, it is said, that has
ever been heard in this state. Ilia
remarks were addressed principally
to tho Confederate vetorans present.
In most eloquent periods ho depict-
ed their grand and glorious achieve
ments as soldiers in the service of

their country, moving his hearers
to tho highest pitch of patriotism;
then in tendorost tones ho made ah

tippeul to them to take up the armor
of Christ that wits sublime unit abso-

lutely resistless. At the close of
this appeal about 40 Confederate
veterans ca ue forward. No such
