GOVERNMENT BY INJUNCTION.

Without entering into a dlscuseton
of the various Issues Involved In the
street car strikes in Kansas City and
St Louis, It may be In order to asic
one pertinent question.

Are we not in danger of permitting
too many governmental powers to be
assumed and exercised by our federal
judges?

In Kansas City there Is a purely
local business difference between the
street railway owners and their em-

ployes. The latter strike, but a federal
court enjoins the union men from In-

terfering with the running of the
cars.

All that is necessary to give the
United States courts absolute control
Is the placing of a few mail carriers
on the street car lines. When that is
done it is a crime of tremendous mag-
nitude for anybody to interfere with
these common carriers.

In this particular Instance the fed-

eral courts may be in the right, but
glancing backward for a generation It
Is impossible to resist the conclusion
that these tribunals are rapidly and
systematically destroying the rights
of the states, paralyzing the agencies
of local and encroach-
ing In the most deadly way upon the
liberty of the citizen.

The Kansas City and St. Louis cases
must stand upon their own merits, and
be Judged accordingly. But what is to
be done about this new evil govern-
ment by Injunction? Is it subject to
no limitations are the Judges of each
generation to be a law unto them-
selves?

Never mind about the labor strikes.
The question should be discussed in a
broader way. Are we living under a
constitution which makes presidents,
congresses, governors and state legisla-
tures mere agents, and places the fed-

eral judges above all, with practically
unlimited powers?

CITY OF HONG KONO.

It Is One of tbe Most Unhenlthrul Spole
on tbe Globe,

In spite of all the precautions that
have been taken, the perfect sanita
tion of the city, the fine natural drain
age, the cleanliness of the streets,
Hong Kong, says the Boston Tran
script, is one of the most unhealthful
spotB on the globe. With Its tropical
heat, the lofty peaks that half encircle
it catch the clouds that tbe rapid evap-

oration create, the floods ot rain pour
ing down In streaming torrents. Tho
houses lack light, although they are
built as well as they could be, with
perforated ceilings, through which the
air circulates, admitted from openings
pierced In the outer walls; the floors
are brilliantly waxed, carpets, owing
to the great dampness being dispensed
with. The great difficulty Is to secure
light and proper ventilation; the
streets are very narrow, and the tow
ering walls of buildings opposite ob
struct the light In front, while at tho
rear the courts or terraces crowded
with foliage cast a heavy shade from
that direction. In the gardens, while
plants flourish luxuriantly, there Is
no grass, but the ground Is green with
moss, Just as it grows in damp, shady
places in cooler climates. The heat
and the great humidity are destruc-
tive to health, and It Is doubtful If
there Is a single normal liver In the
whole of Hong Kong. English women
who come out with complexions of
cream and roses grow thin and sal
low; the Hong Kong complexion Is a
startling grayish green, and the old
resident has; with his pallor, dark
bluish circles under the eyes. The
least exertion includes exhausting per
splration, and people become gaunt
and thin.

army canteen law won htm the de-

served applause of brewers and casu-
ists. Its effect will be to enable the
trusts to put the screws even more
firmly on the Porto Ricans, and will
be disastrous to the shipping trade of
the United States to boot.

Recent observations tending to show

that ants possess a sense of hearing

have been described In this column.

Professor Metcalf of the Woman's Col-

lege, Baltimore, adds some intersting
testimony on the subject in a letter to

Science. One of his students discover-

ed that a colony of black ants was

thrown into a state of great excitement
by sounds of one particular pitch.

Other sounds did not affect them.but
when the peculiar note was struck,

either on a violin or with a whistle,

the ants would become excited, and if

the sounds were continued would grow

frantic, some of them falling Into a

water moat surrounding their nest.

Ants .of other species paid no attention
to the sounds.

Although the Inhabitants of the

earth are not perceptibly affected by

the wandering motion of the North

Pole, yet it is a phenomenon of un-

ceasing interest to astronomers, and on

January 1st a new plan for investigat-

ing It went into effect. The motion,

which is suggestive of the wabbling

of a top. Is extremely slight when the
vast- size of the earth Is taken Into

account. Since 1890 the North Pole

has never been more than 35 feet away

from the place it should occupy If the

earth's axis of revolution never varied

In direction. But the motion Is er-

ratic, and Its cause Is obscure. The
new plan of observation provides four
observing stations, all close to the S9tb

degree of north latitude, and all within
500 feet of the same parallel. These
,are at Mldzusawa, Japan; Carloforte,

' Sardinia! Qalthersburg, Maryland,and
.TJklah, California. Precisely Blmllai
observations with exactly the same
kind of eenlth telescopes will be made
at each station on carefully selected
stars. Any change in the direction ol
the pole reveals itself by a shift of the
tars.

Secretary Wilson proposes that the
postman's wagon In the rural free de-

livery service, which Is now rapidly
extending, shall carry the dally weath-

er forecast, with cold wave and frost
warnings, for the benefit of farmers.
With universal rural free delivery,
every householder may receive a
dally visit from a representative of the
United States government The sug-

gestion is a reasonable one that the
mail carrier should attend to other
government matters, of which a distri-

bution of the weather forecasts may

be the first upon an extending list.
