Instrument for Soil Experiment.
'Th division of foils of lb Unlt4

State department of agriculture haa
Just described a new Instrument now
la as for Investigating th propertle
et aoils. This Is a great time and labor
saving apparatus, giving accurate and
reliable results, whtrb otherwise would
roqutr month to obtain.

Tb physicist propertle of soils ar
recognized by plsnt physiologists to be
of th greatest Importance in plant

oonomy. Even In tb consideration
of climatic condition It la now gen-
erally conaldered that for most plant
tb condition of th toll hold equal
rank, with atmospheric conditions.. A
high temperature in th soil under fa-

vorable conditions promote extensive
root development; a high atmospheric
temperature under equally favorable
condition favor a heavy growth of
foliage. A deficiency la water of
either air or soil Is attended with dis-
tress. '

The new apparatus as devised by tb
division of soil Is sn electric affair. It
registers a half dozen or more varloua
soil properties. Tbla tsetbod dependa
upon the principle that the resistance
offered to th passag of aa electric
current from on carbon plat to an-

This resistance Is measured.
