It one happened
to be very lucky there were those rare
stamps ot the noblemen who used to
run private mail routes through the
country somewhat as tbe Wclls-Farg-

company did In our own far West not
so many years ago.

Bavaria Is y the only one of the
old principalities which stlU retains a
separate postage, and that ia fast be-
coming obsolete, since It Is only avail-
able for sending letters out of Ba-

varia Itself and Is not recognised else-
where In tbe empire.

Punishing a Chinese Striker.
Punishment of 100 blows and two

weeks' Imprisonment was the sentence
of a Shanghai court in a recent case

without due notice. Because other
employes of the company profited by
an advance in wages and the engi-
neers were overslaughed and defend-
ant In company with seven other en-

gineers struck. Aas a result the
launcher on which they were at work
were left idle for an, entire morning
and fitters had to be brought out of
the machine shops to take tbe places
of the strikers. The company prose-
cuting the case contended that as the
men were employed by the month they
should have given a month's notice ol
their Intention to leave, a position In
which it was upheld by the court,
Warrants are out tor the other seven
strikers.
