New Forage Plant, Berseem.
Recently while at "Washington and

in conversation with D. G. Fairchild,
of the Department of Agriculture, the
question was asked by the writer if
there was any new forage plant re-

cently introduced that gave promise
or being of exceptional value to Ameri-
can farmers. Mr. Fairchild, who has
traveled extensively in foreign lands,
eeking new plants tnat would be of

leneflt to our agriculturists, replied
that, ip his judgment, the forage plant
named .tterseem was destined to play
a great part in the coming agricul-
tural history of our country. Ber-
seem is, in a word, the great forage
and soiling plant of the Nile valley.
Egyptian agriculture is now most
prominent on account cf its cotton,
which has obtained a world wide
celebrity. But the foundation of that
agriculture does not rest upon cotton
but upon the leguminous plant ber-
seem. In Egypt, as elsewhere, it is
the legtime that upholds the fertility
of the land, for the v rflow of the
Nile is by no means the only element
in the retention of the fertility of the
country.

Berseem is also called Alexandrian
clover and Egyptian clover. It is
closely related to our ordinary red
clover and is known Dotanically as
Trifolium Alexandrinum. It is be-

lieved, however, that the plant did not
originate at Alexandria but that it
came from some other Mediterranean
region and was introduced into Egypt
in comparatively recent times. Mr.
Fairchild says that it is a plant of
very great importance now in all
parts of Egypt. It is the first crop
planted after reclaiming the salt
lands; it furnishes the green fodder
for all the work animals in the big
towns; all the beef and milch cattle
graze upon it; the camels are led upon
it; and the well-kep- t donkeys get
their portion of it. Every coachman
carries a bag of it for his horse, and
every drayman has a bundle of it on
top of his load for the feeding of his
donkeys or bullocks. It is brought
into the cities green and is sold in
large quantities in the market place.
The Egyptians have found out the
value of clover and are building up
an agricultural prosperity upon it. Ten
years ago about a million acres of it
were planted in that country and the
area is increasing. In America clover
is one of a number of fodder crops;
in Egypt it is THE fodder crop. The
Egyptians also keep up the supply of
nitrogen in their soil largely by the
use of this legume. It is also a great
weed destroyer, on account of its vig-

orous and rank growth.
But what !s its value to our coun-

try? Chiefly as a plant to grow in
irrigated regions where the winters
are not enough severe to kill it out.
Under s; ch conditions it start3 into
growth with remarkable rapidity, out-
grows most kinds of weeds and yields
one of the most palatable and nutri-
tious fodders known. When young it
bears a strong resemblance to alfalfa,
but does not have the same kind of
flowers. Its hollow stems are very
succulent. Its root system is small
but well supplied with tubercles. It
is found advisable to use It as a win-
ter crop, planting it in the fall and
cutting it in the spring. The United
States government has imported a
good deal of the seed ad is trying
it experimentally in the Southern
states and in California. It is looked
upon as a probably valuable soiling
and cover crop for orchards in Texas
and Arizona. For forage in the north-
west it is advised to plant it in the
spring after the danger of frost is
past and harvest it in the fall, as it
is an annual ot about ten months
from seed to maturity, as yet it is
in the experimental 6tage, but great
things are hoped from it.

Utter of Wisconsin. Now, why
not use a color that will blend with
nature's colors, choosing white and
the neutral tints of gray, green and
brown, blending colors that will be
restful and cheerful to the sight. This
simply follows out the thought that
we are making a picture and all the
colors should harmonize.

In forming our picture we wish to
make the better parts most prominent
and cover and hide the ugly parts
with vines and shrubbery. The barns
should be given the best of attention.
When making a new lawn the first
work is to grade properly. It should
slope away from the house in all di-

rections, making drives from roadway
to barn and house. Drives to the barn
should be direct, while the one to the
house should diverge in easy and nat-
ural curves, never losing sight of the
thought that we are striving first for
utility and second for beauty. The
driveway should be excavated to the
depth of six to twelve inches, accord-
ing to soil conditions, filling first with
coarse gravel or cinders, then finish
the last three inches with screened
gravel or crushed stone. Nothing adds
more to the appearance of a lawn
than a well made and well kept drive.
The edges should always be kept
straight and graded, so that water
will run off readily.

Discarding Poor Animals.
One of the hardest things for a

young breeder to do is to discard
animals that are not up to the stand-
ard for breeding purposes. There are
always buyers for pure-bre- d animals
at a fair price. It matters not if the
animal in inferior, it will often com-
mand enough to tempt the breeder to
part with it. Here is where a great
many breeders tear down their repu-
tation while they are trying to build
it up. Inferior breeding stock sold to
somebody has lived to vex many a
man who thought he was getting rid
of his culls to advantage. It requires
courage to send pure-bre- d animals to
slaugnter, but it pays when they are
not the kind to keep. The safe and
eventually the profitable plan is to
sell good animals and keep better
ones and breed best ones. Thomas
McFarlane.

PHOTOGRAPHY IN THE DARK.

German Professor Says Light Is Not
Needed for Making Pictures.

Tiie light is not needed for the
printing of photographs is a discov-
ery which has been made by Dr. Wil-hel-

Oswald, professor of chemistry in
the University of Leipsie. He produces
the required changes in the sensitized
paper by the use of silver on nega-
tives treated with a solution of per-
oxide of hydrogen. The presence of
silver causes th elements of the solu-
tion to react against each other. In
a very short time in those places
where there is silver in the negative
the solution will disappear: in the
other sjxits remain. This invisible pic-

ture is then transferred to gelatine
paper and finally developed by iron
sulphate in solution. Gallic acid is
then applied and the result is a genu-
ine ink picture. Dr. Oswald declares
that in this method the sensitized
paper will keep indefinitely and the
silver can be used over any number of
times. He says the process is .ar
cheaper and quicker than any now in
use. besides requiring no light. By it
any design or drawing can be quickly
copied.

English Workingmen's Homes.
In at least one area of Dimlon the

chief ground landlords are voluntarily
doing their part toward satisfactorily
solving the industrial housing prob-
lem. Lord Howard de Walden is
erecting in St. John's Wood blocks of
working class dwellings to accommo-
date persons dishoused in Portland
Town, and Viscount Portman has just
completed a series of artisans' build-
ings in Queen street. Marylebone.

These consist of four blocks, with
!7ti tenements, namely, 74 one-roome- d

tenements. 78 two-roome- d tenements.
23 three-roome- d tenements and 1 four-- '
loomed tenement, the fourth room be-

ing used as an office. Rents will range
from 5" cents to $1 weekly for the
single rooms, to $2 to $2.."o for the
three-roome- apartments. The outer
gates are to be closed early, but bona
fide tenants will be able to obtain ad-

mission at all hours.

Wonderful Aquatic Potato.
For some years a potato, semi-aquati- c

and originally grown in Ura-guay- ,

has been cultivated in the neigh-
borhood of Marseilles. M. Heckel.
director of the Colonial Institute of
that city, has made a rejxirt to the
French minister of agriculture on the
subject, in which he says that the
growing of the potato in question,
which he calls the "eommerson." is a
most promising industry. It has
gradually become sweet, large and
mealy under cultivation, defies frost
and has eatable foliage, the cutting of
which does not diminish the number
of tubers. Moreover, the "eommerson"
keeps well; it does not rot; rats do
not eat it, and the plant is subject to
no potato disease. But what is most
wonderful of all is that the common
potato bug quickly dies after feeding
off its foliage.
