The firing continued for about twen-
ty ni'nutes. when it ceased and the
warships steamed to the southward.

The Moulmein saw a rocket dis-
charged by a distant trawler and
steamed in that direction. As she
n eared the boat that had fired the
rocket signal she heard cries and
found the trwler Crane1 so badly dam-
aged by the Russians :hat she was
sinking. Another trawler was already
alongside of her, taking off her crew,
but the body of Skipper Smith lay
on the deck with his head shot off.
One of the mate's companions, Ixig-got- t,

with his also gone, lay along-
side the captain. The engineer was
seriously wounded in the chest and a
seaman had a hand blown off. The
wounded and those who had not been
hit were put on board the mission
vessel accompanying the fleet. The
Moulmein brought the dead to Hull.

Throe fleets of tre-
mendously powerful battle ships,
cruisers and smaller vessels could be
mobilized with great rapidity by Great
Britain should the presence of fighting
machines bo necessary at any point
within hundreds of miles of Knglanrl.
These are at. home, channel and Me-

diterranean iloets.

Ixmdon: The Hussian Baltic fleet
has begun its career as the second
Pacific squadron with an outrage so
amazing that, but Cor unquestionable
circumstantial evidence, would be be
yond belief. Part of the licet, sup-
posed to be the battle ship- squadron,
after it emerged from tho l'anish
straits, steered a course for the Eng
lish channel. At about midnight Fri
day night it came across the Hull
fishing fleet, winch, either in panic
or inconceivable ignorance, the Rus
sians must have mistaken for a Ja-
panese torpedo boat flotilla. This is
the only explanation that at present
can be offered for the terrible fact
that the Russian warships opened fir
011 the defenseless fishermen with
shrapnel, maintaining their fusilade,
according to the fishermen who es-

caped, for twenty minutes, sinking
at least one trawler and scattering
death and wounds among the crews.

Not the least disgraceful feature
of the tragedy is the fact that tho war
ships continued their course without
attempting to rescue the victims, or
even to ascertain the extent of the
damage they had done.

The only suggestion that is offered
in palliation of this inhumanity is
that the Russians were so overcome
by panic that they did their utmost
to escape the imaginary enemy.

He described how he alone held up
the station agent at Mattoon. 111., two
weeks ago and robbed him of $li0. He
praises the bravery of the agent.

mited a crime in St. Louis until Fri-

day.
The Cincinnati police have a com

plete record of Harry H. Vaughan, one
of Morris's companions.

Al Rosenauer. alias Rose, has been
positively identified by Wesley Riley
of No. .ICltlA South Jefferson avenu.?.
as one of the robbers who held up the
drug store of Gnstav Sieving. No. 3001
South Jefferson avenue, a week ago.

Detective George Williams says that
there can be no mistake that .Morri'i,
who rt.bbe l' the cash till, was Rosen
auer s partner.

Vaughan admitted to Chief Des-

mond that he is a criminal and an
associate of criminals but denies hav
ing taken part in any of the robberies
to which Morris confesses. Morris
also denies that Vaugah was con-

nected with the crimes.
Both men. however, admit holding

up a train crew at Nevada, Mo., and
confess that they were sent to the Jef
ferson City Penitentiary for the job.
They served seven and one-hal- f years
of a ten-yea- r sentence.

The conductor, baggageman and en-

gineer of tho Illinois Central train
positively identify Morris as the lend-

er of the gang that robbed the Dia-

mond Special's passengers.
The Matton station agent identified

him as the man who robbed him.

Rcblnson Is Found Guilty.
Carmi. III.: The jury in the caso of

John Robinson, on trial for the murder
of his wife and ShepAttenbury, brought
in a verdict of guilty and assesed his
punishment at twenty-fiv- e years in the
Penitentiary.
