The
whole matter will be left absolutely
to Congress.

VALUES OF SHOES CLIMBING.

Wholesale Dealer Relates How Cor-

ner Is Brought About.
Chicago, III.: As a result of the

present condition of the leather mar-
ket, buyers of shoes will be forced
to pay the retailers from 50 cents to
$1 more for each pair than the usual
price, according to the statements
of shoe men who keep in touch with
the market. The unreserved state-
ment is made that hides used in boot
and shoe making are bringing higher
prices now than ever before in the
industrial history of the country. Va-

rious causes are named as responsible
for the condition, but all agree that
the desire for larger profits on the
part of the packers, who control uie
leather market, furnishes the only
reasonable excuse for the advance.

The statement was made by a
wholesale dealer that, without ex-

ception, the retail houses that are. sell-
ing shoes of certain brands at $3.50
raised their prices this week to $4.
It is said that the new stock nas ben
branded with a different stamp, and
most of the old stock has been re-

moved, so that when tte customer
visits the store he finds the stock of
$3.50 shoes extremely low, but finds
many of the "better" shoes at $1.

CZAR SEEKS $510,000,000.

Son of Famous Financier Nov In St.
Petersburg on Business,

St. Petersburg: J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, Jr., and George W. Perkins, of
J. P. Morgan & Co., who are now in
St. Petersburg, say that they came at
the invitation of the Russian govern-
ment to talk on business matters, and
that the success of their mission is
not yet assured.

The correspondent learns from gov-
ernment sources that recent allega-
tions as to Russia's insolvency made
by English and German financial writ-
ers, with an air of authority, have in-

duced the czar to invite foreign bank-
ers to St. Petersburg so that they may
see for themselves the groundlessness
of the charges. Having thus satisfied
them, he expects to negotiate a loan
of 1,000,000.000 rubles ($510,000,000).
It is the belief of the government that
an attitude of leniency toward the
people in the matter of reforms and
the accession of Count Witte to the
premiership will quiet the apprehen-
sions of the world's capitalists as to
Russia's future.
