There waa practically no stem rust in
any of the varieties, The amount of leal
rust was vory smalland attacked those
varieties lask to ripen, or Nos. 7, 16, 17,
24 and 25, which had about 20 per cent.
The other varieties had considerably less
and those which ripened 4 days earller
wore pearly free.  No trace of smut was
notloed in any of the varieties nor wus
there a caloulable per cent of blighted
heads.

A difterence of 6 days was noted in
time of ripening, June 22 to 28. As to
time of ripening Noa. 6, 9, 12,23, 2Tand
30 may be classed as early; Nos, 2, 4,7,
17 and 24 are late maturing and the re-
mainder are moedium early.

None of the varieties lodged to such
an extent that the harvester was unable
to save all the grain, From 10 to 15 per
cont of Noa. 4, 8, 11, 16 and 24, and less
than § per cent of Noa. 18, 26, 28 and 29,
were lodged. The other variotics stood
perfeotly erect,

The above varieties were grown on
upland elay loam of moderate fertility
which bhad received no fertilizer of any
kind.
