DEMOCRATIC PARTY ALWAYS
RIGHT ON THE QUESTION.

Present Republican Policy ef Concert--;

tratlng Power at Washington I
' Contrary to th Spirit ef ;

The Democratic demand for state
rights and bom rule 1 no new claim.
It it coequal with th federal govern-
ment and is expressly provided for In
the constitution. When the Demo-

crat claimed In 1160 that th Repub-
lican party and Mr. Lincoln were at-
tempting to overthrow th right of
the states on the slav-
ery Issue, th Republican national
platform replied to th charge by re-
solving; .' X ..! , ...

"That the maintenance Inviolate of
th right of th states and especially
the right of each state to order and
control it own domestic institutions
according to Its own Judgment ex-

clusively, 1 essential to that balance
Of power on which the perfection and
endurance ot our political fabtio de-
pend." ,. : ,

, That wat an ultra ttate right, declar-
ation and wa quit a atrong as any
such from Democratic sources. In
1876 the Republican party bad modi-
fied It state right doctrine and de-
clared; ..

"By th combined working of th
national and state government, under
their respective constitutions, the
right ot every cttiien are secured at
home and abroad, and th common
welfare promoted." When 1880 ar-
rived the Republican party seemed to
regret that the constitution prevented
the overthrow of the reserved rights
of the states, for in the national plat-
form ot that year It stated a on of
it principle and purpose that:
"Some powers are denied to the na-
tion, while other are denied to the
states, but the boundary between the
power delegated and those reserved
is to be determined by the national
and not by the state tribunal."

In 1884 a more conservative tone
prevailed, for the Democratic declara-
tion in 1878 and 1880 for the principle
ot home rule and the right of the
states had taken firm hold ot the
majority of the people, so the Repub-

lican platform ot that year acknowl-
edged that the state right should be
"faithfully maintained," the resolution
adopted declared: "The national gov
ernment ia supreme within the sphere
ot itt national duties; but the states
have reserved rights which should be
faithfully maintained; each should be
guarded with Jealous care; so that
the harmony of our system ot govern--

L ment may be preserved and the union
kept inviolate." Since 1884 no declar-
ation ha been made by the Republic
an national convention on the ques-
tion of tat rights, .but at th Re-
publican party through it leader it
trying with all Its might to concen-
trate all political power at Washing
ton and Ignore the reserved rights of
the states, the question of home rule
will be so paramount in 1908 that
even the party of nullification cannot
Ignore it Such ar Republican creeds
and doctrines on this important sub
ject" -

Thei Democratic party will in the
future a In the past, declare for home
rule and the powers reserved to the
states or to the people nor prohibited
to them by the constitution and the
right therein enumerated shall not
be construed to deny or disparage
other retained by the people. Such
are the constitutional bonds that bind
the federal government the states,
and the people, and are always ex
pressed or implied In Democratic
creeds and are unalterable until the
constitution shall be amended.

- Playing at Reform.
The Nebraska legislature ha pass

ed an, election bill which abolishes
nominating conventions for state,
county and municipal officers. Th
press dispatch announcing the fact
does not give particulars of this re-
form legislation which must have
been forced by public opinion from
the Republican majority. The same
dispatch shows that the "old Adam"
ot graft still exists in that body, for
the dispatch adds: "The house In
definitely postponed the bill prohibit
ing express, telegraph and telephone
franks." The people of Nebraska
will no doubt watch with jealous eye
those member who virtually declared
by voting to kill the bill tb&t they
were ready to be Influenced by free
express transportation, free tele-
graph message and free telephone.
That Republican-controlle- legislature
must be playing reform for effect
merely.

These are the points on which the
opponents of the appropriation rely to
defeat It contending that Oen. Had-ley'- s

construction of the constitution
must be adverse to the adoption of the
item making the appropriation. The
deficiency is $216,C00.77.
