I might add that 50 acres of our oats

were stubbled in.
During the spring of 1900, we hired

about 300 acres broken by steam. We
put in and harvested 55 acres of grain
last year, did the remainder of our
breaking, worked up the ground and
needed this year's entire crop, put in
seven acres of alfalfa and five acres
of garden potatoes, trees, etc., all
with one four horse team. During har-
vest we hired other teams, but, aside
from this, and part of the breaking,
the one team did the work of raising
practically 19,000 bushels of grain,
worth $12,000.

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TARIFF REFORM NECESSARY FOR

BUSINESS REVIVAL.

Demands Made by Leading Manufac
turers Put Republican Party Lead-

ers in a Hole Time for Voters
to Assert Themselves.

A great many Republican manufac
turers, not in a combine or trust, have
at last discovered that they cannot
increase production and find a market
until the tariff is revised. As long as
the home market absorbed all they
could produce they were satisfied to
have raw materials and foreign made
products taxed by a high tariff, but
now the Republican panic having re
duced consumption, and having a
surplus to sell, they must either re-

duce their output or seek foreign
markets for their surplus. To cheapen
their products they must have free
raw materials, and that is what some
are demanding, and then they are con-

fronted with the dilemma that the tar
iff generally must be reduced, so that
the cost of living may be decreased
and wages thus be reduced without in-

jury to their workmen employed.
Gov. Douglas of Massachusetts, the

gr at boot and shoe manufacturer, has
for years been telling his brother man-
ufacturers that present conditions
were approaching and advising them
and the people of Massachusetts to
demand tariff to save the industries
of that state. A majority of the boot
and shoe manufacturers of New Eng-
land have joined with him in that de-

mand, but Gov. Douglas being a Demo-
crat, many hang back on account of
partisan politics, although the people
elected him governor by a large ma-
jority on the issues of radical tariff
reform.

The meeting in Washington of rep-
resentatives of the Manufacturers' as
sociation and other bodies, notably the
National Grange, and their demand
upon the president and speaker
for the passage of ahe bill for a tar-
iff commission, is a good sign that
tariff reformers can well be pleased
with, although no immediate advan-
tage will be gained, for the Republic
an leaders will not allow the bill to
pass. But the movement advertises
the fact, long since claimed by Demo-
crats, that the protective tariff was
bound to fall of it's own weight, and
that manufacturers who use raw mate
rials of foreign origin would be com
pel led to have such free of tariff
duty or they could not compete with
foreigners in foreign markets.

That time has now come. The
breakdown of the financial and eco-
nomic policies of the Republican party
has produced business depression, and
the first people to suffer are the manu
facturers and their workmen. The
most ordinary business sense would
seem to demand forthwith such
amendment of the tariff law as would
give our manufacturers the free raw
materials they need, even if other
people were not immediately relieved
from excessive tariff taxes. If such
reductions were at once put into ef
feet it would put new life into the
depressed business of manufacturing
and allow them to seek foreign mar-
kets for their products that cannot be
sold in the home market, and thus in
duce them to run their lactones on
full time, instead of the present re
duced production. Workmen would
then be employed and from the ex
penditure of their wages all business
would be benefited.

But the managing Republican poli
ticians in congress are in a blue funk
and are afraid that any discussion of
the tariff would add to their misery--

Even President Roosevelt fears to
recommend tariff reform, for it is said
he has entered into an unholy alliance
with the standpatters, who have made
him believe that tariff discussion
would further depress business and
lead to the defeat of the Republican
party.

So the Republican politicians stand
pat and allow the people to continue
to be plundered, and not a Republican
congressman rebels against the pro
gram. Is it not time to "turn the ras
cals out ?"

A Republican Quandary.
The Indiana Republicans are in

quandary. If they heartily indorse
Roosevelt, the Fairbanks crowd say
it will be equivalent to indorsing
Taft, who is supposed to be standing
for the Roosevelt policies, therefore,
they want a very mild indorsement o
the president. If they fight a gener
ous indorsement or tne president
will lead to trouble in the campaign
and perhaps at the election. Then
there is an important faction of the
Republicans of Indiana who favor tar
iff revision and are determined to in
elude a tariff reform plank in the state
platform. Whether such a plank is
rejected or adopted by the party it is
pretty sure to manifest a division in
the ranks and this would be a weak
ness to a presidential canvass. Why
should not the Indiana Republicans
adopt tariff revision? Why not favor
a maximum and minimum tariff as
Senator lieveridge suggested? Then
if the G. O. P. is lucky enough to win
out. it will be easy enough to again
fool the people by preserving the pres
ent tariff schedules as the minimum
rates and make the maximum rates
20 to 30 per cent, higher. Nothing
would please the trusts so much as
that.
