though the age of the tree has been given as
measured by hundreds of years, it is well enough
established that at ten years from pianting the
firet gmall shrubs are big enough to use for posts
“The Tuture promises, therefore, an opportunity
for the actual cultivatlon of quebracho, because,
although savage inroads have been made into the
suppozedly lnexhaustible forests of the Chaco, It
4 not too late to regtrict the cutting of the tree,

“or evon lo adopt modern forestry methods of

planting and conservation for the supply of com-
ing generations.  In fact, the Argentine Republic
has altvgdy passed sultdble lnws in this direction
and It l¢ wore than probable that under the wiee
adwint-tration of that government there will be
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r sleepers, In the Engitsh (dlom, are probably the
most Important product ¢f the quebracho of the

he indusiry of making sleepers !uq assumed
huge proporilons. The diMculties of former days
have bheen largely overcome by the Introduction
ol modern machinery, especinlly saws, nand some
of the mills many miles distant from any main
raflway are equipped and organized in a manner
which would reflect credlt on any slmilar plant in
the United States. Speclal saws &re needed to
penetrate the wood, but they are furnished from
the factorles of England, France, and Amerlca
This mill buslness s carrled on by many com-
panies, sithough the tendency I8 to concentrate
the management Into fewer but larger organlza-
tions. One company owns a tract of land of about
4,000,000 acres, and. Is prepared to cut timber,
faghlon It Into logs and sleepers, prepars tanning
extract, and utillze every other resource which the
iand provides Another company can turn out
20,000 to 30,000 sleepers a week. This number, how-
ever, can by no means meet the steady demand
for rallway bullding which is characteristic of this
portion of South America. Sleepers are lald at
about an interval of two feet from center to cen-
ter. Assuming, therefcre, only 2,000 sleepers for
every mile, it will be seen that 30,000 are enough
for only 156 miles. A year's supply at fullest capac
ity will consequently bulld only 750 miles of rall-
way. Dot the Argentine Republic, Uruguay, Chile
and Bolivia, all contiguous to the Chaco, re con-
atructing more than this mileage, so that It 1s
easy to see that every sloeper furned out from
modern mills can at once find a loeal market
These sleepers are pow finlshed at the mill, and
the mill Is situated at the spot in the forest lisolf
most convenlent for earrying on the process.

“Quebiracho extract,” as 1t Is called in the trade
f2 easily moanulactured when the
onea instalied, All the wood s passed through
A machine that cuts It into sahavings or the swnll
est possible chlps. [t Is then collected Into Ime
mense kettles, In which it Is treated by chemioal
processes until all the tannin Is removed, after
this the fluld preparation Is reduced hy evapora
tion to a thick, jellyllke mass, which Is poured
Into sacks, where It 1s finally dried Into the sub
stance sold In commerce

The dificulty of gathering the raw material far
outweighs the preparation of the finished article,
supecially as the extract Ia no longer to he oon.
sldered a by-product, but Is coming to have more
lmportance and value thag posts and sleepers. In
Paraguay partloularly, where all the wood Is utlk
Ized for extract, the hardest part of the business
lles In gathering wood for the factory. The trees
are cut in the heart of the virgin forest and
hauled by ox teams to the nearest clearing. Only
native Indiaps have proven themselves sultable
for the work, as they are thoroughly acellmated,
understand the wilderness, and can withstand the
plague of Insects which make life at night mis
erable for the foreigner; and exyosure for nights
as well as days Is unavoldable, because the rul-
ting stations are usually reinote from any settle
ment.
