Trusties Are Suspected, But Warden

sale Prison Break.

Jefferson City, Mo.Purglars In the
penitentiary broke Into the ixlson
commissary room, robbed the safe of
100 and stole enough chewing tobacco
and cigars to last them until they
have served their sentences.

The identity of the thieves Is un-

known to Warden Andrae, but he be-

lieves the robber were some of the
high-clas- s burglars who are Acting as
trusties. Several of the trusties are
ecrvlng terms for porch-climbin-

picking locks, etc.
The commissary department Is

stocked by the officials of the prison,
and alway is gorged with pies, cakes,
candies, tobacco and chewing gum
The delicacies are sold to the inmates
In the penitentiary at cost.

Jealous Over Commissary.

Convicts who pass their Sundays
and holidays making trinkets which
they sell to visitor for souvenirs, are
the best patrons of the store. Pris-
oners who think six days a week
should be the limit for any man to
work, freciuintly rebuke fellow-co-

victs for their money-makin- proclivi-
ties. These lethargic convicts, an-

gered by others eating delicacies be-

fore them, frequently have planned to
raid the commissary, but their plots
always have been foiled.

The fact that only trusties are per-

mitted the freedom of thet prison at
nteht establishes alibis for the con
victs who remain in their cells. War-rie- n

Andrae said the commissary room
was cutere by means of a duplicate
or skeleton key made within ihe pri-

on walls, and the capture of the man
whose work it was may reveal a plot
for a wholesale prison break.

Believed to Be Trusties.
If the man who made the key and

planned the robbery of the commis-
sary room Is a trusty, it is believed
ho had confederates. It is not thought
fine man could have committed the
robbery and escaped unnoticed with-
out the aid of other trusties. And if
a corps of trusties worked on the deal
It would be probable for them to plan
an escape and carry it to success.
