No Peace by Compromise.

"But from another point of view I

"We nre tie spokesnies of the Atner- -

5cnn people, and they have a right to
know whether their purpose Is ours.
They desire jieace by the overcoming
of evil, by the defeat once for all of
the sinister foreea Hint Interrupt
pence and render It impossible, and
they wish to know how closely our
thought runs wlrb theirs, and what ac-

tion we propose. They are Impatient
with those who desire peace by any
sort of ornprom1se deeply and Indig-

nantly Impatient but they will tie
equally Impatient w'lth us If we do not
make It plain to them what our ob-

jectives are and what we are planning
for In seeking to iimke conquest of
peace by arms.

Menace Must Be Crushed.
"I bellere that I speak for them

when I say two things: First, that
Ws Intolerable thing of which the

toasters of Germany have shown us
he ugly face, this menace of com-

bined Intrigue and force which we now
ee so clearly as the German power,

Thing without conscience or honor
r capacity for covenanted peace, must

t crushed and. If it is not utterly
tmught to an end, at least shut out
from the friendly Intercourse-- ' of the
nations; and, second, when this Thing
and its power are Indeed defeated and
(the time comes that we can discuss
peace when the German people have
spokesmen whoae word we can be-

lieve and when those spokesmen are
ready In the name of their people to
Uccept the common judgment of
the nations as to what shall hence-
forth be the base of law and of cov-

enant tor the life of the world we
hall be willing and glad to pay the

full price for peace, and pay It
W know what that price

sll Ihc free people of Hie serl I are
banded together for Hie vindication of
right, a war for the preservation of our
nation, and of all that It has held dear
of prlotipl and of purtstsr. Hint vr
fell ourselves doubly Constrained to
purpose for Its outcome only thst
which I righteous and of irrrproath
able Intention, for our foe s wel
for our friend. Th can being Jut
and holy, the settlement must be of
like motive an t quality, for this we
can fight, hut for nothing less noble
or lea worthy of our tradition. For
Hit rati we entered the war and for
thl cause will we battle antll the last
gun I Bred.

to be completed at this session.

. "And I beg that the members of the
bouse of reprcsentstlve will permit
ine to ci press iti opinion thst It will
be lmMissible to deal In any bnt a very
wasteful and extravggsiit fashion with
the enormous spproirlsllons of the
public moneys wb'ch must continue to
be made. If the war Is to be properly
sustained, unless the house will con-

sent to return lo its former practice
of Initiating and preparing all appro-
priation bills through a single commit-
tee. In order thst responsibility may
be centered, expenditure standardised
and made uniform and waste and du-

plication as much as possible avoided.
"Additional legislation may also be-

come necessary before the present con-

gress again adjourns In order to effect
the most efficient and op-

eration of the railway and other trans-
portation systems of the country: but
to that I shsll. If circumstance should
demand, call the attention of the con-
gress upon another occasion.

Concentrate an Winning War.
"If I have overlooked anything that

ought to be done for the more effective
conduct of the war. your own counsels
will inipply the omission. What I am
perfectly clear about 1 that tn the
present session of the congress our
whole attention and energy should be
concentrated on the vigorous, rapid
and auccessfol prosecution of the great
task nf winning (he war.

"We can do this with all the greater
eat and enthusiasm because we know

that for ns this a a war of high prin-
ciple, debased by no selfish ambition
of conquest or spoliation ; because we
know, and all the world knows, that
w have been forced Into It to ssve the
very Institution we live tinder from
corruption and destruction. Th pur-pose- s

of the central powers strike
straight at the very heart of every-
thing we believe In ; their method nf
warfare outrage every principle of hu

Austria-Hungary- other hitherto free
Kalksn states, over Turkey, and within
Asia - w hich must be relinquished.

Must End German Autocracy.
"Hermany" success by skill, by in

dustry. by knowledge, by enterprise,
we did not erudge or oppose, but ad-

mired, rsfher.

we make must remedy that wrong It
must deliver the once fair lands and
happy people of I'.elglurn anil north
ern France from the Prussian conquest
and the I'russlnn menace, but It must
also deliver the peoples of Austria-Hungary- ,

the "op!es of the ltnlkans,
nnd the people of Turkey, alike In
Kurope and in Asia, from the Impudent
and alien dominion of the Prussian
military and commercial nnioeracy.

To Manage Their Own Affairs.
"We owe It. however, to ourselves to

say that we do not wish in any way to
Impair or to the Austro-Hungnrtn-

empire. It Is no affair of
ours what they do with their own life,
either Industrially or politically. We
do not purpose or desire to dictate to
them in any way. We only desire to
see that their affair are left In their
own hands. In alt matters, great or
small. We shnll hope to secure for the
peoples of the Ttnlkan peninsula and
for the people of the Turkish empire
the right and opportunity to make
their own live safe; their own for-

tunes secure against oppression or In-

justice and free from the dictation of
foreign court or parties..

"And our attitude and purpose with
regard to Oermnny herself are of a

like kind. We intend no wrong agnlnst
the German empire; no Interference
with her internal affairs. We should
deem either the one or the other ab-

solutely unjustifiable, absolutely con-

trary to the principles we hare pro-

fessed to lire by and to hold most
sncred throughout our life a a na-

tion.
German People Deceived.

"The people of Germany are being
told by the men whom they now per-

mit to deceive them and to act as their
masters that they are fighting for the
very life and existence of their em-

pire; war of desperate self defense
against deliberate aggression.

Onr entrain e into
the war has not altered our atti'ude
t.iwnrds the settlement that must com,,
when It Is over. When I said In Janu-
ary Hint the nations of the world were
entitled not only to free pathways up-

on the ea but also to assured and un-

molested access to those pathways I
was thinking, and I am thinking now,
not of the smaller and weaker tuitions
nlotie, w hich need onr countenance and
supixirt, but also of the great and pow-

erful nations, and of our present ene-
mies as well a our present associates
in the war. I was thinking, and am
thinking now. of Austria herself,
nmong the rest, a well as of Serbia
and of Holand. Justice and equality
of right can be had only at a grent
price. We nre seeking permanent, not
temporary, foundations for the pence
of the world and must seek this can-
didly nnd fearlessly. As always, the
right will prove to be expedient.

Declare War on Austria.
."What shall we do, then, to push

this grent wnr of freedom and Just to
Ita righteous conclusion? We must
clenr away with a thorough hand all
impedimenta to success and we must
mnke every adjustment of law that
will facilitate the full and free use nf
our whole capacity and force as a
fighting nnlt.

"One very embarrassing obstacle
that atand In our way Is that we are
nt war with Germany but not wiih her
allle. I therefore, very earnestly rec-
ommend that the coniTc Immediately
