THE WEATHER FOR FCBBrABT
Unc of the best of all the weather

prophets in the country makes the
following predictions for February :

The general storm movements or
ganized duriug the last two days of
January will gro.v in violence as they
sweep eastward, reaching their worst
between tbe 1st and 3rd, inclusive,
Ou thejast day of January Mercury
passes its disturbing point, combining
on the same day with a regular Vul-

can period, and on February 1st with
a disturbing moon phrase. A warm
wave, developing rain storms and
attcuded by electrical phenomena, are
sure to result. On the south side of
storm areas dangerous storms need
not surprise, while to the northward
destructive fleet and snow blizzards
are apt to result. Paepare for the
period to eud in one ot the most gen-

eral and bitter cold waves of the
winter. The wires will suffer woe-

fully during the perturbations of this
period. Mark our teaming for henry
sleet. The cold weather generally
relax, and much local storminess will
follow on and next regular storm
period. This period will begin to
feel severely tbe disturbing power of
the growing Venus pcrtur batior.
Very warm temperature enormous
rainfalls with thunder and lightning
in many places, turning to snow and
followed at the close by extreme
cold, will be the natural order for
this period. We name the 12th, 13th
and 14th as tbe days of greatest activ-
ity and danger. The extreme East
may not feci tbe full force before tire
15th. Phenomenal fluctuations of

turbances during the remainder of the
mouth.

How many drinks should the Amer-

ican soldier be allowed to take for his
day's allowance? The question is im-

portant, because post canteens are
Government institutions, established
and maintained ou temperance prin
ciples, and so jealously looked alter
by an abstemious Congress that they
were iu some danger of being sup-

pressed at the last session, on the
rharee of bcinir crosr shoos. Accord
ing to a conmimiicatiou ill the Kansas

City Times, at one of the Texas forts
tiie maximum of drinks fixed on or. iu

the absence of general orders prescrib-

ing a number, is five; aud the ingen
ious scheme is arranged of marking
each man's uamc oa a board with five

holes behind it. Each time he takes a

drink, a peg is put into a bole, aud
when all the holes arc full he is pre
sumed to be full also. Now, since
only light beers can be sold at a pest
canteen, all spirituous liquors and even
wines being disbarred, live beers may

seem a meagre allowance to the Ger
man recruit, especially if served, not
iu schooners, but sloops or still smaller
vessels. However, this shows the pre
vailing moderation insisted on iu these
canteens as contrasted with the un
limited drinks of liery whiskey to be
hail outside the post limits. The peg-

ging avoids dispute on the accuracy
of the count.
