The Big Muoddy at a Dangerously High
Stage and Rising Stesdily—F ™
the Low Lands 3t Kansas City Atchison
Leavenworth, St. Joseph and Elsewhers
Under Water—People Moring and Pre
paring to Move to Safer (Quarters.
Kasxsas Crry, Mo, June 29.—The

Missoari river at this point is at a dan
gerously high scage. At 0 o'clock thu
evening the water registered 3 feel
even above high-water mark, or 23 feet
abore standard low-water mark. The
water i rising steadily one inch an hour
and will probably rise two or three feet
more in the next day or two. Parts ol
Hariem, a hamlet just across the river
have alremdy been submerged and
about twenty-five families have left
their homes and are camping on the
high ground.  All the farms along the
river are submerged and the crops
ruined.

On this side of the river the higk
water has cansed no flood excepting as
it has backed up, the waters of the
Kaw, which empties into the Missouri
at this place. The backwaters have
submerged much of the low lands and
the 100 or more squatters living there
have Leen obliged to abandon their
homes. The water has also backed un
in the sewers of Kansas City, Kas,and
bave run out of the manbholes flooding
varions parts of the town. Very little
actunl damage has Leen done as yet,
and no great damage is anticipated un-
less the Missouri waters shonld rise
more than three feet above their pres-
ent stage.

A dispateh from Atehison, Kas., says:
“The Missouri river is now 2 feet
higher at this point than it has been at
any other time this season. Farms oo
the Missonri side were submerged last
night. Wheat fields will be a total
loss ™

Leavenworth also reports very high

300 families of intruders. The agent
says that many names enroled as in-
truders are fictitions, many others have
permits to live in the nation for years,
while others are old, decrepit Mexican
war veterans who live entirely upon
their pensions, of whom ro permit has
ever been demanded. |
The agent says that facts have been }
grusaly misrepresented by the Chicka-
saw authorities, who issned hundreds
of permits which were not reported to
the national anthorities, which were
paid in good faith and are now held by
non-citizens, listed as introders, and
who also hold permits for each year of
their previous residence in the Chicka- .
saw nation. |
The movement has thos far resulted '
in king the swindling schemes of |
permit collectors, who he says are |
fugitives from justice. With few ex-
eeptions those in the nation are peace- {
ful, law-abiding ecitizens having the
consent of the national authorities tc
remain there.
