Indians as Soldiers.
A noteworthy experiment baa lately

been made in the regular army of tha
United States. Seven full companies of
Indian soldiers, three of cavalry and
four of infantry, have been recruited
and added to aa many regiments; and
more companies are now being recruit-
ed, so that ultimately every regiment
stationed west of the Mississippi will
have on Indian company.

The Indians already enlisted are much
pleased with the service. They are uni-

formed exactly like the white soldiers;
they receive the same rations, cook
their food in the tamo way, and are
treated in all respects like their white
comrades. Tho military commands
used in drilling thcni arc in English;
and they receive from the officers reg-

ular instruction ia the English language
and in the ways of civilized lite.

The Indian nolc'icrs, so tar, have con-

ducted themselves cxeeujiiE'ly well.
They have fjood military bearing, are
courteous to tlicir oCieers, ivnd take ex
cellent care of their arms, equipments
and horses.

In many ways the Indians of the
of the western tribes have late

ly shown that they desire nothing so
much as to be treated and trusted
as citizens. They accept cagvjiy the
school instruction that is provided for
them, and msny of the tri.'js have
welcomed the system of land allotment,
which will in time abolish their tribal
system and make them individual farm-

ers or stock-raiser-

The success cf tho experiment of
making American soldiers of the Indian
warriors, which has been beyond all
that was hoped, is pretty generally be
lieved to bo bnt one indication of
general desire upon the Indians' part to
go npon "tho white man's path."
