WasmxcTox, May 26.—Contributions
for the Columbian Liberty Bell con-
tinue to come in fromall the states and
territories, according to the periodio
reports of the committee, and if half
the articles contributed are used in the
easting it will certainly be the most
compo wite bell in the country.

FIVE SUSPICIOUS DEATHS

Lead to the A of an Indl iy
Srrnnc Girl on Saspiclon of Having Ad-
Fat She Bought “Rough

on Rats.™

Ixpraxaronis, Ind., May 26.—Coroner
Beck is making an investigation of the
death of the five members of the family
of Wm. Koesters, 45 South Meridian
street.  The first death ocenrred three
months ago, when his child, aged 5,
died suddenly. Then two other chil-
dren died of very much the same symp-
toms as the first one. Suspiclons of
poisoning were entertained, but thers'
being no evideoce, un analysis of the
stomach was not made. Then abont
three weeks apo the infant child was
found dead in bed.  Last Sunday éven-
ing Mra. Claras Koesters, mother of
Wm. Koesters, took sick after eating
supper, with all the symptoms of poi-
soning. She died in a few hours.

Druggist (i. F. Borst then notified
the family that the servant girl, Anna
Wagner, had purchased at his store the
same morning a box of “Hough on
rats™ ‘The coroner was at onee called
and yvesterday afterncon he put all the
factsn the hanids of the police anil sug-
pested the arrest of the servant girl on
the charge of murder.

The girl. Annie Wagner, is under ar-
rest, charged with murder, and enough
evidence has turned up to make what
seems o very clear ecase. A box of
“Rough on Rats,” which Druggist Borst
declares she purchased of him on Mon-
day, was found in a eloset in the honse.
She stoutly denies having purchased
the poison, and declares that it was
given to her by her sister. Mrs. Tillie
Bergman, to kill rats.  Mrs Bergmnn
denies all knowledge of the poison.

The Wagner girl is a comely young
German woman of 25, and has been in
Ameriea four years. She is asstoleal
as an Indisn, and stoutly declares her
innocence. She can scarcely speak a
word of English, and the officinls are
eompeled to do their talking through
an interpreter.

Sm—By drpartmeut circular, da the #th
inst. ofMeers of this departmest weee I
structed 1o refrain from making areesis under
the provisions of the act approved M b, L
entithedl “An Act to Prolibit the Coming of
Chiness Persons Into the United Stated.” un-
tl otherwise directed. This order remalos in
foree so far ax it applles to Chinese persons
who have failed to oltaln eertiflentes of resi-
dence undor the provisions of the sixth section
of sald avt but who otherwise would have o
right to remaln in the United Staten.

It is known, howewer, that great numbers of
Chinesa lahorers have entored the United
Stutes in vioktion of the provisioas of the sct
spproved May 8 1882 as amended by the act
npproved July 5, 1880, and of the act approved
Uctober 1, 184 Many of thess persons hoave
obtaired admisslon upon false representallons
that they were not laterers but merchants, and
others have entered clandestinely from vizl
ous forelgn territory.

Invitlug your attention to the Ist, %1, 54, 4th
and fth soctions of the act approved May 5,
1ME, entitled “An act to Prohiblt the Com-

fng of Chinese Perantis Into  the United

The engineer and freman, as
they stopped to eross o switeh, were
eovered with a six-shooter, nond the con-
duetor, brakeman and porter were in-
structeil to open the door of the car,
which the robbers rifled, taking every-
thing., inclnding pay checks for the
railrond emploves.

It eannot be learned how much was
secureil.  Every effprt is being made to
eapture the men, but np to the present
time there is not the slightest clew to
their identity. The train was only de-

BOLD, BAD ROBBERS.
A Palr of Them Hold Up a Train on the

Guif, Colorade & Santa Fe Hoad st
Caoleman, Tex., Bnl Ylll to Get Much
Tangible Booty-B ds In Fur-
snit.

Corenay, Tex., May 27.—The north-
bound Gualf, Colorndo & Santa Fe pas-
senger train No. 52, due at 11:35 p. m,
was helidl wpand robbed at the morth
end of the Coleman “*Y,” a distance of
about 600 yards north of the depot, by
two masked men. Train 32 torns hero
and runs to Coleman Junction to reach
the main line, where it proceeds to San
Angelo,

Acconding to Conduetor Frank Camp-
bell's statement the train stopped at
the switeh to cover the Y™ when two
masked men erawled upon the engine
and ordered the engineer and fireman
to get off the engine and compeled
them to accompany them back to the
express car, and ordered them to have .
Express Messenger J. (. Barry open
the car, which was done. The engi-
neer, fireman, porter and Mail Agent
Smith were then ordered to get into
the car and make the express messen-
ger open his safe before they entered
his car themselves. They shot off
their guns, and this attracted the con-
ductor'sattention. Herushedup to the
front of the train, but when he reached
the platform of the second class-car ong
of the masked men wan on the leftsida
of the train holding his gun on the
porter.

Conduetor Campbell heard one of the
robbers bid the messenger and crew
good night, and hoping to meet them
at the World's fair. Itissupposed they
got several thousand dollars and the
santa Fe employes' pay checks for Bal-
linger and San Angelo. The mail car
and passengers were not molested.

Sheriff Kingsberry, of Coleman, was
notified of the robbery, and was on the
scene thirty minntes after it occur-
red. The robbers cut the telegraph
wires, shutting off all communication
enst of Coleman. Sheriff Kingsberry
went to Santa Ana to get the use of
the wires, but could not get a wire
south before 5 o'clock a. m. A posse
with bloodhounds arrived from Fort
Warth gnd were joined by Sherifl
Rings! and his men.
