Narrow Escape of the Steamer MHotapur.

The steamer Hotspur, with Supt
George Fisher on board, came near be-
ing caught by the falliug span. The
boat was making for the false work
when Supt. Fisher heard some timbers
creaking. Looking up he saw the
great span shaking, and gave orders
to back the steamer. Il was none oo
soon, for the top of the huge “‘trav-
eler” fell within twenty feet of the
boat.

As soon as the pilot realized what
had happened he ran the boat up to
the wreckage, and the crew saved nine
wen who were so badly hurt thal th
could not have kept aﬁ_.nal.

I donbtless one of those anforeseen accl-
dents that ocenr in spite of all precan-

tionary mensures. Hridge wmilding,
probably more than any other thing.
is fraught with manifold dangers, and
the workman whose labars are ntil-
ized in the work, practieally take their
lives in their own hands,
The Cause of the Disastar.

Genernl opinion nseribes the canse of
the disaster to the stiff wind that has
been sweeping the river all day. It
bore with great foree on the ponderous
framework, which necessarily became
loosened from the constant stenin and

swaying of the heavy timbers. A great
pumber of people. before the first spnn
fell, conll see the great “‘traveler.”
feet above the piers,
swaying and quivering in the wind in
what appeared to be the most alarm-
ing manner to those on shore. The
motion, however, was hanlly notice-
ahle to the workmen, who had no iilea
of their deadly peril until the great
masiof wood and iron began to sink
and the awful eracking and erashing
of the timber, smote upon their cars,

That the structure was
than safe, never ocenrred 1o the enwi-
neers who were in charpe, or the
workmen.

Mr. Erle Manchester, n eivil engi-
neer, who is emploved on the bridge,
had o very narrow  escape from denth,
To a reporter for the United I'ress, in
giving an aceount of the aeccident, he
said:

*I was standing on the span that fell
near the Kentucky side, and secing
that it was nbout to fall I ealled to
the men to get off as soon as possible.

When [ ealled, the men
dropped their tools and ran towand
me, but only ten of them conld get off.
The others went down in a heap. 1
wans so badly  frightened that 1 conld
not tell how muny of them got ont,
but 1 only saw one man swim to the
shore,

While
the skiff was bwing rowed to the mass
of debris the second span. directly over
the skiff of the physician. gave way.
Dr. Freston, vealizing his danger,
jumped from his skiff into the river
anil was rescued noharmed.

The building of the Lonisville &
Jeffersonvilie bridge has been marked
by n series of disastern.  No less than
fifty men have been killed and injured
in its construction, before the present
accident. Three years ago the Masonie
savings bank, one of the largest finan-
cial concerns in the city. was wrecked
by holding too much of the Lridge's
paper. and the president of both bridge
and bank. Jacob F. Kreiger. was
ruined. lle soon died and the bridga,
with one span eompleted, and the gray
piers standing like tombstones in the
river—for such they were—remained
with no one to farnish the money to
push the work to completion. Several
months ago, however, arrangements
were made with the Big Four and
other railroads to furnish the money to
complete the bridge, and the work was
commenced by the Phonix Bridge Co.,
of Pennsylvania, which contracted

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THURSTON'S MISSION.

The Wawallan Minister Golng Homs te
Take Action in the E«tablishment of &
Repabllie - His Mind Made Up for the
Holdest and Most DeterminedsAetion—

The R Must be B med  Oul—
Fials Talk in & Conversation.
OaxLAND, Cal,, Dee. 17.—The En-

quirer says: llawaiian Minister Thars-
ton sailed yesterday on the steamer
Alameda for llonolulu for n more im-
portant purpose than te report “'mo
progress.” Last Thursday Thurston
was i visitor in Oakland, and spent
the evening at the house of s gentle-
man who has heavy interests in the
Hawailan islands.  There was assem-
bled to meet him quite a company of
gentlemen, former residentsof Hawali,
and Thurston unbosomed himself,
speaking with perfeet frankness about
his mission in going home. Perhaps
he thought that the time had come
when e no longer cared to makes
sceret of it To put it in briefest
form, Tuurston is going to Honolula
to assist in another revolution; that is
to say, be is going to aid in snbstitut-
ing for the present provisional or tem-
porary government, a permanent gov-
ernment with s written constitution
which shall make Hawaii a repu’
and a free and independent natiow of
the earth.  All idea of seeking annex-
ntion has been abandoned, for the pres-
ent at lenst, and the republic of Ha-
walil is to be established, thus ending
the uneertainty in the islands. The
gist of the eonfifential information
which Minister Thurston carries back
to Honoluln, no doubt. is that nothing
is to be expected from the government
at Washington. and that, therefore, the
part of wisdom is for the provisional
government to seenre  its  present
strength and to establish a form of
government which shall be a perma-
Bencey.

This might not be so casy to do if de-
lay and uncertainty were allowed to
o on until dissensions creep in and
sap the strength of President Dole's
administration.

In the conversation on the ocension
referred to, Thurston showed that his
mind was made up for the boldest and
meost determined action. He implied
that he was going, not to_diseuss mat-
ters, but to act.  He seemed to enter-
tain no doubt whatever that President
Dole and the other members of the
provisional government wounld be with
him heart aml sonl.

As an illustration of his spirit,
Thurston sald: I don’t know bat
what it wonld be a gond thing if there
should be u little fighting down there.
It would unite the people.”

By this he was umlerstood to mean
eollisions hetween the United States
forces andd the provisional government.

lHe wos nsked if the royalists would
eome overand wnite with the provision-
alists if the government were made a
permanency, and to this repliesd: “Nog
the royalists must be stamped ont.”

Ax to the detalls of the new consti-
tution, or how it wounld be promul-
gated, Thurston saidl nothing, but he
admitted that the serious obstacle was
the suffmge question, the natives be
ing friendly to their queen. He re-
ferred to the Portuguese settlers, of
whom there are 70,000, who might be
voters, amd said he thought they wonld
stand with the new povernment, and
that the Jupanese, if admitted to suf-
frage, wonld do the same.  He seemed
to think that by the help of these and
other foreign- sborn elements, it might

be possible to hold the natives down.
Ope of the company present was a
prominent  lawyer, and with him

Thurston had some interchange of
the method of promni-
rating a new econstitation and organiz-
ing a form of government which would
be of recognized hy foreign powers

Both gentlemen (Thurston himself
isa lnwyer) ngroe that the provisional
government made a clear ense, that it
wns not only ade facto povernment;
that its power in the islands was ab-
solute nnd nndisputed; and a constitn-
tion promulgated in its name and any
officer ¢chosen under it would have the
right to recognition under the princi-
ples ofginternational law.

Another interesting fact, which eame
out during the evening, was that
Thurston wanted to take back with
him to the islands o8 many Hawaiinns
or holders of property interests in the
islamids, who were trustworthy, as he
ecould get to go.

Mr. Castle, who left Aon Arbor,
Mich., to accompany Thurston, was
present, and not only coineided with
what Thurston said, but avowed that
he would take part in setting up the
new form of government, and that he
was going home for no other purpose.

Frepared
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The Frovisional Government
for an Emergency.

Saxw Fraxosoo, Dee. 18 —Among the
arrivals Saturday om the steamer
Australia was Capt. J. Dunean, a
Girand Army man who was a member
of one of the companies orgunized by
the provisional government. “The de-
fenses of the government have been
eompleted.” he sald to a United Press
correspondent, “‘and it would now take
a strong foree to eaptore them.
Things are in a very disturbed state
and very little would precipitate »
riot. No man will trust his neighbor,
and the tension is strained almost to
the breaking point. The natives can
not be depended upon for a moment.
They will not fight, but are treacher-
ous and are constantly plotting. The
queen cannol  be restored without
trouble, and if the present govern-
ment is not allowed to remain in power
liere will be troable.

Chicrago’s Free Kitchen.

Cmeaco, Dee. 17.—The Lakeside free
gitchen to-day sapplied food to nearly
3,000 hungry men. They represented
evory grade of destitution. Before 8
o'clock this morning a horde of men
and boys gathered outside the boilding
waiting for the doors to open. They
blocked Randolph street from the 11li-
nois Central depot almost to Michigan
avenue.

Each man was given a slice of bread
and a cup of coffee. Dinner was
served to 1,380 during the afternoom.
The relief committes continue to re-
ceive liberal dooations.
