The meeting of the officers and di
Pectors of the warious state nsylums
for the insane was held nt the institos
tion in Fulton, econtinning several
days.

STEPPING BACKWARD.

That's What the Hepeal of the Clvils
Servieo Law Would e Says Commis-
sloner Rocsrvelt—The Eods Sought by
the DIl Could be Better Atisined by
Departmental Regulation than by Cons
gressional Loginiation.

Wasinisatox, Fob, 18 —Civil-Service
commissioner Roosevelt, in an inter
view this morning, in relation to the
bills effecting the civil service now
pending before the congress, sald:

“Concerning Mr. Fithian's bill to re-
peal the civil-service law. there does
fiol seem to be moch neeessity for
speaking. The repenl of the eirvil-
serviee law means the re-establisie
ment of the spoils system in all those
departments of the povernment by
which it had been expeled. That bill is
an effort to reduce onr civil service
to the level of the system oxisting in
Moroceo, Tarkey and other barborous
countries. An act to repeal the civil-
service law comes within a category
that will embrace actsto repeal laws
against bribery for political purposes
and the like. The ends sought to be
nttained by Mr. Fithian's bill to réfjulire
certin employes of the government to
puss eivil-service examinations, coull be
better attained by departmental regu-
Iatlon than by legisiative enactment.

*The main elhjection of the bill in-
troduced by Mr. Hynum to provide for
the apportionment of appointments to
congressional distriets is that it wonld
cnormously increase the expense of the
ecommission. [nder the spoils system,
the states that are far away from
Washington do not get half the ap-
pointments to which thoy are entitled.

“Mr. Bynum’s bill tonllow reinstate-
ment of mailway mail clerks dismissed
between March 15 and May 1, 15%), pro-
poses o remedy a wrong committed

AN AERIAL HORROR.

Mxxruis, Tenn., Feb. 19.—A special
to the Commercial from Kooxville,
Tenn., says: One killed and several
slightly hurt, is the result of a most
thrilling accident in this city yester-
doy afterncon. The draw cable of an
aerinl ear snapped in two, leaving the
car und passengers 300 feet in midair,
while the broken end of the eable
smashed through the frail car filled
with humhnity to do its deadly work.

Longstreet Heights is the name of
8 beantiful tret of land south of the
river and nbout two miles above tho
eity, owned by a real estate firm.
Some interested gentlemen erected
from the north bank of the river to s
high bluff on the south side an
nerinl cable line. At ,its highest
point the ear is mnearly 500 feet
above the Tennessee river, and
the trip over, while being most thrill-
ing. afforded n beautifal view of the
surrounding eountry to the passen-
gers. A car which wmould hold per-
haps twenty persons hung suspended
from two heavy cables, five feet apart
and ove and flvevighths inches in di-
ameter. The engine house was located
on the north bank, and the car was
hanled to the dizzy belght by an end-
less enble five-cighths of a inch thick,
which wound around two drunms

Yesterday afternoon the car had ear-
ritd many pnssengers and made its lnst
trip about 4 o'clock. Seven people
were In It, besides C. F. Lewis, who
stownd nt the brake.

When witlhin 100 feet of the blnff the
drawing cable snapped in two between
the ear and engine room and the car
sturted back as if shot from a huge
cannon. Near the center of the river,
and fully 200 feet above it, its progress
was suddeniy cheeked, as the broken
end of the eable wound itself like a huge
serpent aronnd the ear. It went erash-
throngh the wonden car, only to wind
itself around and erush through its top
ugnin, as if it were but made of paper.
There the car and passengers hung for
nearly two hours, while every minute
the crowd inereased until a thousand
persons lined the bank of the river,

Employes seemed dazed and it was
some time before a long rope was se-
cured. This was slipped down the
eable to the car and a stenmer anchored
itself directly underneath.

Will Kibley, n boy, was the first to
be let down, and the crowd cheered
lustily ns he was landed. Next came
Miss Alice Wardell, who stood the
shock bravely. Helief gained groand
that po one had been hurt, but those
familiar knew otherwise, for in the
ear above Oliver Ledgerwood lay dying,
his life blood oozing from two ugly
wounds in the head. He bad gone
with Miss Wanrdell, his fiance, for the
novel trip which ended so disus-
trously.

(e by one the passengers were let
down until the ear wins cleared. When
Ledgerwood reached the boat a sur-
geon pronounced his injuries fatal and
in less than ten minntes he was dead.
His skull had been fractured in two
ploces

Mr. Fred McBee, another passenger,
suffered a severe injury to one leg,
while Henry lateher’s right hand was
badly hurt Hugh Rule, a boy, was
standing near the engine house when
the cable broke and was struck by the
end and seriously hurt

Persons in the ear say that Ledger-
wood nover regained i
after being struck. Iie was a promis-
ing young lawyer anid leaves s wid-
owed mother to mourn his Joss

Before the coroner’s jury last night
J. E. Patton, one of the lessces and
part owner of the eable line, made the
sensational statement, under oath,
that he believed the cable had been
cnt.  The matter will be fully investi-
gated.
