Myriads of dogs people every street.
They lie asleep in the midst of the
thickest thoroughfares, and act as
scavengers in the day and as disturb-
ers of sleep at night, for when the sun
goes down, and it grows cold, they be-

gin to range about and settle their
disputes about the limits of their do-

mains. A group with a leading dog,
their captain, pasha, occupy each
street; they know, and are recognized
bv the householders, who feed them
with that lienevo'.ence to animals '

which distinguishes the Turk. But
if a strange dog intrudes he must lie
expeled by force and with great
clamor.

The type of these animals is uni-
form, a woolly creature, with a warm
coat, about the size of a large sheep
dog, of a yellowish color, and with
that wolfish air which our collie still
retains. But though homeless and
masterless, these dogs are not only
tame but kindly; they never bite any-
body, and it is most remarkable that
they never have an outbreak of hydro-
phobia. One shudders to think of the
consequences were such a thing tc
happen. Half Constantinople would
be bitten, and fifty Pasteurs would
not save it from a horrible epidemic
But dogs kept in natural conditions
seem quite safe. 1 never found a Scotch
keeper or gillie who had seen a case of
the disease, and yet they live among
Jogs all their lives.

I saw in Constantinople ao old dog.
on a cold and wet day, drive a young
one off the dry and warm spot on
which he was curled up asleep, and
take it for himself. This was the
worst act of injustice I ever saw them
commit It is owing to the hu-

manity of the Turks that this curious
population is so vastly superior to the
pariah dogs, poor, starved creatures,
of other oriental city streets.

I noticed the same superiority in the
condition and temper of the horses.
Y'ou see them on stands, ready for
hire, like the donkeys of Cairo or Alex-
andria. They have a warm sheepskin
upon their backs, and look well fed
and happy.

HAMMOCKS TO SLEEP IN.

Tor the Summer Home They Are Ideal
exls of Kepiiee.

Why spend lots of money buying
beds for the summer cottage, or why
sleep uncomfortably on the wretched
Ieds snppl ied? Try a hammock. It is
delightfully comfortable, takes up lit-
tle room at night, need take up none
iu the day, aud costs very little. Be-

sides, there are sure to be more friends
than can have beds in the summer, but
if it's hammocks, the little cottage can
boast a hospitality as elastic as the oc-

casion requires. One small room, that
won't hold a bed, will swing three
hammocks, all the heads going on one
hook, the other ends being bestowed
as the room permits. Any ham-
mock will do, but the best one
is the regular sailor laddr's
canvas hammock. Two widths
of single sail cloth make a
luxurious bed hammock. They are
made without stretchers, and the ends
are firmly lashed with small cord, run
through cord-linishe- d holes, a heavy
ring being set in at the end. The
hooks must be put up with screws, for
nails are not safe.

To make up the hammock for sleep-
ing, first a comforter, then another,
and a little blanket won't hurt These
should be wider than the hammock is.

this sounds like lots of clothes, but
most folks are used to sleeping on top
of a mattress that is impervious to
cold, while the little cottage or campin-
g-out house is often more chilly in
summer than warm, else why go away
for the summer.

There is art in getting one's self
snugly into a hammock and that must
be learned. You swing yourself be-

tween the sheets, the canvas promptly
caves down delightfully, putting you
into a cozy pocket Now you must
roll to one side and tuck the overhang-
ing clothes under, then the other way,
and tuck the other side under you.
Now up with your feet and down with
them again, with the clothes well un-
der them, and there you are as snug as a
pair of bugs under a rug. The extra com-
forter pulls up in the night if needed,
and may hang loose. Alter you have
learned these hammock tricks you wiU
never be willing to sleep in a big, un-
comfortable bed again, and nothing
will seem more delicious that, the sway
that comes in the night time when yon
turn over. Day by day the clothes can
be hung on a nail behind the door, and
the hammock may swing with both
ends from one hook. Try it Phila-
delphia Times.

New York. Sept 13. The America's

cup races ended in a fiasco. Lord Dun-rav- en

withdrew the Valkyrie immedi-
ately after the start, and the Defender
sailed ovor the course alone. Tha
America's enp committee notified C
Oliver Iselia that three races and the
cup were awarded the gallant Defen-
der, and the crowds afloat and ashore
cheered the ship that sustained Uncle
Barn's supremacy upon the seas and
the skipper and crew that sailed her.

The Dffender.
In all probability it will be many

years before a British yacht again
challenges for the cnp. The mishap
of last Tuesday and the rather remark-
able action of Lord Dunraven yester-
day will not further the interests of
international sport In withdrawing
he does not charge any special unfair-
ness to his boat, but bases his objec-
tions upon the conduct of the attend-
ant fleet on Saturday and Tuesday.
Lord Dunraven sent the America's cup
committee a strongly worded letter
complaining about the action of steam-
boats and tugs, and stating that he
was not willing to continue racing
Valkyrie unless a clear course was
provided. He added that in bis opin-
ion the course should be distant from
any large city.

Up to the time for the start for yes- -'

terday'srace Lord Dunraven had re-
ceived no reply to his communication.
After his withdrawal from the race he
said it was his intention to start if ho
received a reply, but none coming to
hand he merely went down and crossed
the line to give the other boat a chance
to make the race.

That he had no intention of racing
yesterday was evident, for he' put up
no topstail at all. His decision not to
race must have been arrived at late
Wednesday night, for that day he had
Valkyrie d, her bottom
rubbed down, and when she was
floated a quantity of pig lead, esti-
mated at four tons, was taken from
her hold.

Valkyri III.
There were rumors that Lord Dun-

raven would not race yesterday, but
when the anxious crowds saw the Val- -j

kyrie going down the bay they were
content, ana as tne wind was s gooa

breeze from the southwest in
the morning, the prospects for a good
race were most encouraging. v hen.
however, the Britisher kept over at
one end of the line by himself, but did
not pnt up his topsail the crowd con-
cluded that he had a grievance. No
steamboats or tugs were in the British
boat's way. To windward was a broad
expanse of open water. The fleet of
excursion steamers and tugs were
grouped to the north of the line and
not near enough to have any effect
upon the wind.

The starting gun was followed by a
scene that was novel in international
racing. The American yacht a py-
ramid of canvass, bore down upon tha
line. Balloon jib. topsail, spinnaker,
mainsail aad towering club top-tai- ls

were drawing well. The
British boat, on the other hand,
sailed calmly down to th
line under lower canvas only, and
crossed after Defender. Then tha
British yacht slowly bore away toward
the line and crossed it, only to turn
on her heel and point for home. So
carefully planned was his withdrawal
that his tug, the Millard, was right at
the line, ready to tow him into port
