For the benefit of the thousands of
intellizent people who honestly believe
that a crime was commilted surrepti-
tiously ngainst silver in 1573, Congress-
man J. T. McCleary, of Minnesota, de-
voted considertble time, in his great
speech of February 12, toa presentation
of the important facts connected with
the passage of the coinage act of 1873,
The facts stand out so clearly and tell
such a straightforward story that it
would seem impossible that any fair
minded man should, after reading them,
continue to believe that there was any
“eonspiracy™ by anybody that caused
the passnge of thisact. We can givebut
a few of the more salient points from
Mr. MeCleary's speech on this point:

The original bill was prepared in the
treasury department in the winter of
18369-70, by John Jay Knox, then deputy
comptroller oi the currency, under the
direction of George 8. Doutwell, then
secretary of the treasury. The lnws re-
lating io the mint had not been revised
for mwore than o geperation, and much
confusion existed. This bill was largely
a codification of existing law, with such
improvements as experience suggested.

The first draft of the bill was sub-
mitled to leading experts on coinage
and currency in this country, and to
some in Europe. In this way the views
of more than 30 men were obtained.
Their answers were fransmitted to the
house in June, 1870, as a supplementary
report on the bill. The consensus of
opinion of these experts, and of those
who discussed the bill in congress, was
that it was simply to recognize legully
what had practieally existed, since the |
net of 1853, made gold the single stand-
ard of value and made silver subsidiars
and legal tender only for sums not ex-
ceeding five dollar.s

The bill as introduced distincetly dis-
continued the silver dollar.

The truth weas that in 1572 the sllver
dollar was worth for bullion 314 cents
more than the gold dollar and that sile
ver dollare had not been in circulation
for many years. As Congressman
Hooper =nid on April ¢, 1872, when dis-
cussing the silver dollar: *“It does not
cireulate now in commercial transac-
tions with any country, and the con-
venience of these manufacturers inthis
respect can better be met by supplying
small stamped bars of the same stand-
ard, avoiding the useless expense of
coining the dollar for that purpose.”

And Mr. Kelley, who is reported as
having eaid afterward that he “did not
know that the bill omitted the standard
silver dollar,” said on this same day:
“It is impossible to retain the double
standard. The values of gold and silver
continually fluctuate. You cannot de-
termine this year what will be the rela-
tive values of gold and silver next vear,
They were fifteen to one n short time
ggo. They ore sixteen to one now.”

“Hence all experience has shown that
you must have one standard coin which
shall be a legal tender for all others,
and then you may promote your domes-
tie convenience by hoving a subsidiary
coinage of silver, which shall eirculate
in all parts of yvour country as legal
tender for a limited amount ond be
redecmed ot its face valne by your gov-
ernment.”

In another place in the same speech
Mr. Relley sail: “Every ooin that is
not gold is subsidiary.”
