Alexander P. Hull, of Atlanta, iz a
strong 16 to 1 man.

The free
coinage of silver idea is too tame for
him.

Having been deeply impressed by
the arzuments of Crisp, Bryan,

TWO ERAS OF CHEAP MONEY.

{ Occurred In the U'nited Siates Dur-
mg War—Thelr Enormous Cost

The people of the United States have
twice made an experiment in cheap
fiat money, but it is only just to them
to say that in both instances it was
done under the imperious necessities
of war. It is well at this time, when
there is an organized effort to plunge
the country again into the cheap mon-
¢y slough of dispair, to turn back and
count the cost of the two experiments
already made in that line by our
Government.

When the people of the colonies
were struggling to achieve their inde-
pendence they had no resources but
their own strong arms uand patriotic
hearts to sustain them in gthe unegual
contest.  England studied to make
them poorer by denying them the right
to produce anything that could be
purchased in the mother country, and
when the Revolution began the people
had little money. and the improvised
Government had no basis on which to
found credit for the issue of paper.

As early as 1375 the Continental
Congress, looking to  the impending
Revolution, issued irredeemable notes,
commonly known as continental mon-
ey, to the amount of 3,000,004, As
there was no speeie to maintain  their
credit they rapdly depreciated, and
before the close of the year 1776 men
were subject to mob violence. to so-
vial and political ostracism, and even
to imprisonment by the military au-
thority, for refusing to receive this
depreciated curveney in the payvment
of debus,

Long before the ¢lose of the Revo-
lution continental money had so
greatly deprecinted that it was next to
valueless, and Gen.,  Washington is
credited with saying that a wagon
load of money would scarcely buy
wagonload of provisions. By 1781 the
whole miserable systemwascompletely
broken down, and Congress was com-
pelled to provide that all debts due to
or from the Goyernment should be
paid in specie or itz equivalent. At
that time the coativental currency had
reached 242,000,000 or £40 per capita.
So utterly worthless bhad the paper
money of the country become that in
1778 a single Spanish dollar would
legally pay a debt of 324w in the
State of Virginia.

The continentul money wus not re-
deemed for the reason that the  3,000,-
