“WHEREAS, The furtheotning report of tha
state superintendent of public schools will
show that out of the 14.000 teachers in the
state only 1,600 have uttended either of the
state normal schoois as much as six months
showing that less than 11 per cenl of the
teachers in Lhe state have enjoyed aay of the
advantages of the sald normal schools; there-
fore be it

Hesclved, That it is the senss of this house
that the state normals, located at Kirksville,
Warrensburg and Cope Glrardesu, should be
turned over to the communities in which they
are situated, by nominal sale, without appro=
priations and power to grant state certificates,
and by so dolog give each of them u chance o
stand upon their own merits. as the privata
pormals and colleges of the state must do; and
be it further.

TAYLOR RECAPTURED.
The Murderer of the Meeks Family Found
in California, Living In Seclusion on &

Hanch—The Crime for Which the Taylor

Brothers were Seutenced to Haar.

Which Penalty One of Them Has Al-

ready Paid.

Haxroup, Cal, Jan. 31.—George
Taylor, under sentence of death for
participating in the murder of the
Meeks family near Carrollton, Mo,
and who escaped from the Carrollton
jail several months ago, was captured
on the Jacob ranch, near Hanford, by

Sheriff Buckner and a posss and
brought to town. Tavlor was taken
by surprise and made no resistance
whatever. lle had been domiciled in
a small cabin on the ranch, and ap-
parently felt secure that his identity
was unknown. A strong guard was
placed over the prisoner in the ecity
juil, and the governor will jbe applied
to for extradition papers.

George and William Teylor, farmers,
werw convicted of the brutal murder
of Mr. and Mrs. Meeks and the at-
tempted asssassination of their little
dnughter, wiio survived to tell the
tale of the crime. Both brothers at-
tempted an escape from the jzil and
George succeeded, and no trace has
sinee been found of him until now.

WAS PLAYING CARDS

While His Wife sod Children were Burned
to Denth—Seven Persous Barned in lo.
boken mand Thirty Families Hendered
Honwless.

Hosoxex, N. J., Feb. L—This ecity
was visited by two disastrous fires be-
tween 11:30 Saturday night and 3
o'clock yesterday morning. Seven
persons were burned to death cad J0
families were made homeless.

The Saturday night fire started in
the three-story frame building at 410
Newark street. Here six persaons lost
their lives.

The father of the family, Charles
Sehroeder, was in a nearby saloon
playing eurds while his wife and child-
ren were dying.

The second fire started at 3 o'clock
yesterday morning in the five-story
double deck tenement at 157 Four-
teenth streel, over a mile from the
scene of the first. In this fire three
tenements, 155, 157 and 159 were en-
tirely wrecked and 123 was damaged
badly by water. One child was burned
to death on the fourth flour of No. 157,
She was Mabel Mangles, 3 years old

As near as can be determined the
fire at 410 Newark street started in a
defective flue in Schaeffer’s wheel-
wright shop on the ground floor of »
three-story frame building. Schaeffer
ocecapled the second flour as living
apartipents. The front rooms on the
third floor were occupied by Charles
Sehroeder and his family, while Jumes
Blsuehard und family oecupied the
rooms in the rear. The Blianchard
fumily was first to discover the fire,
which hiul gained such headway that
they barely made their escape by way
of the roofs of adjoining buildings.

It was unpossible to discover the fate
of the Schroeder fawily until the fire
hud subsided.

When the police entered the build-
ing little save the shell remuained, and
they were obliged to exercise great
care in climbing about the place.
They finally reached the top foor and
made their way into the front room.
Stretebed nerevss the bed, blackened
and ehuarred, lay the mother, aud
clasped tightly in her arms was the
little baby, Willie. Beside the mother
and baby, in the same bed, lay the
charred bodies of the girls, Maggie
and Kate, It s likely that they were
suffocated in their sleep, Un u mat-
tress on the floor near the window lay
the body of the boy, Joha, but the
body of llenry, the oldest boy, was no-
where to be seen.. Upon further search
being made the boy's body was found
under o apass of debris in the hall,
burned almost to a erisp.

It is believed that the boy was
aroused during the fire; and in his ef-
forts to escape ran into the hall
