Pekin Records Show Chinese Saw America

Before Columbss.

The archives of Pekin have given
up a secret that may lead to the solu
tion of a mystery that has balked
every student of American archeology
since the Western Hemisphere was
first visiud by Columbus.

There have been found in the ancient
Eastern capital records which prove
conclusively that a landing was made
on this continent by the Mongolians

Veuinsula of Yucatan.

During the past few years he was a
very extravagant man, nevertheless
he leaves an estate valued at more
than $200,000.
