The cow be In uood fleah
at calving time for the best resulta
in milk. Bhe should Be dry sizx weeks.
During the pasturiny season there la
no better plan than to leave her In
the pasture, of course under observa-
tion, until the ealf 18 born.

The dalry calf is erdinarily ralsed
by hand since the milk of the dairy
cow is usually worth so much more
than the calf that It requires the frst
cousideration. It 18 a well establighed
fact that a call raised on skim milk
|s a8 good as one nursed by its moth-
er. In localities famillar with dairy
Ing this Is well undarstood, but in oth
@r piacea is virtuallf uaknown, and a
strong prejudice exists against feed
fug skim milk on secouunt of the um
healthy and undersised calves that
have been raised in this way. Buch
calves are the victims of lgnorance
or carcleseness. The skim milk call
properly raised difers little, If any,
in size, quality, thrift, snd value from
lhouu'snl-lwhlmludbruu

\'\'huo the question as to whether
calves should be dropped Iln the fall
or ppring may be-decided by speclal
conditions, ofi thé whols, fall calves

An Excellent Dalry Type.

which calves In the tall will produce
n greater yleld during the year as the
summer grass stimulates secretion
during the latter part of lactation,

The calt's quarters should not be
allowed to accumulate a lot of damp,
dirty materials as thia is aimost sure
to result in sickness and bad results.
The bedding should be abundant and
changed often. In order that the
pens or stalls be kept olean they
should be in the choleest part of the
barn where sunshine and light are
abundant. In summer they should
have access to a pasture where thers
s plenty of shade.

Where valuable calves are ralsed I\
Is advisable to have & separate pen
for each amnimal. Calves should be
fed In a stanchion. "The most com
mon trouble in calfralsing is seours,
or Indigestion. This Is brought on by
overfeeding, feeding sour or old milk,
cold milk, and dirty palls, troughs oe
stalls, Buocess dependa largely upon
the abllity of the feeder to prevent
seours, It s eaaier to preveat soours
than 1t is to cure them, By watching
the small polnts and keeping condl
tions right success will take the place
of fallure,

IN THE PACIFIC

Five Warships Sink or Cripple
Three British Crulsers Off
Chile and Control
Southern Seas.

RETREAT IN FRANCE

Officlal Reports from Berlin and Parls
Btate that Kaiser's Men Have
Withdrawn from North
Bea Coast.

(Summary of Events.)

In the most important naval
battle of the war between Euro-
pean powers a German [(leet en-
gaged the British squadron, com-
posed of the Good Hope, the Mon-
umouth and the Glasgow, off Coro-
nel, Chile, and decisively defeated

The Monmouth was sunk by German
shells. The Good Hope, fagship of
Rear Admiral Sir Christopher Crad-
dock, ran for shore while seemingly
ahlaze from stem to stern and is be.
leved to have been wrecked on the
rocks. The Glasgow, with & greater
speed than the other English vessels,
reached the harbor of Coronel, but i
is reported to be badly crippled by the
German shells.

This eogagement practically ends
the power of the Allies In the South
Paclfic seas, according to naval au-
thoritles, and unleas the British and
the Frénch disputch another and a
more powerful fleet to these waters
the commeres of the Allles will be cut
off by the Germans. Rellef may be
had In a Japanese squadron now off
Hawall,

German Army Retreats.

The German army hus abandoned
Its attempt to back Its way along the
Belglan coast to Calals. A comblps
tion of tnundated country, the rem:
nant of the Belglan under King
Albert and the activity of the British
toward ending the costly struggie.

A Berlin official report attributes
the fallure of the Germans eatirely to
the Mooded state of the country, where
the water in places s over & man's
head, but it declares that the army of
Emperor Willam wlthdrew in goad
order and without losses.

Afler nearly three weeks of des
perate fighting the brunt of the at-
tack has now shifted to the Ypres
reglon, where the Roglish troops, reln-
foreed by Indians and territorials, ap-
parently must meet another onslaught.
To the scene of this contemplated bat
tle, according to reports, Emperor Wil
llam has gone to give encouragement
to his men by his presence,

Coast Campaign Cost Dearly.

The Germans are being bard
pressed al & wscore of poluts in the
long battle line and the milltary ex-
pérts at headquarters say thelr of-
fenslve has materially lost force, At
every point the alllea are pushing
their advance. Slow progress Is be
Ing made bacause of the determined
resistance of (he enemy, now made
up more than In half of second lloe
troops, but It is inslsted that there Is
no longer any doubt of the flnal re
sult. The CGerman attempt to ad:
vance to the sea s characterized as
the most costly defent of the war.

May Leave Belgian Coast.

The way to Bruges is pow open lo
the Allles, allowing them to recapture
Roulers, and the Germans are digging
new trenches behind Ohent with fev-
erish energy. To do this is to an-
nounce thelr retreat. The Germans
are abandoning thelr wounded, guns
and transports, Unless their feet
comes out to create a diversion they
will be driven from the Belglan coast
within & week,
