Blind Soldier Find a Way to Talk"
With Man Who Had Lost Hear--'

Ing on Battlefield.

How many of our readers have
heard of a blind man and a dumb
man engaging in conversation ? asks
Ixmdon Tit-Bit- s. The truth of tho
following incident, however, is
vouched for by the blind man con-

cerned, who was formerly a patient
at St. Dunstan'a, the Begent's Park
institution, where war heroes who
have sacrificed their sight iu the
great fight for freedom are cared for
and taught 'trades which they can
suitably adopt in spite of thfir sad
affliction. :

'fThe incident happened," says the
blind herp, "shortly after ! arrived
home from St. Dunstan's last year.
I wag out with some friends one eve-

ning, and after a walk we made our
way to a place of refreshment. A
vacant seat

,
was found for me next

to a deaf and dumb man. I had
known him for some years previous
to my blindness, and, naturally
enough, he. wanted to communicate
with me. '

"It was useless for him to write
on paper, as he generally did when
he wished to... 'converse' with those
who could see, but we both rose to
the occasion. I happen to know the
flffger code of speaking. .1 just told
him that I could no longer see ; but
it was at firt puzzling to know how
ho could reply. He promptly saved
the situation. ' With his fingers he
made the letters on my fingers, and
I was able to follow him quite easily.
Our ability to engage in conversa-

tion cuused no little astonishment
to the-o- ( her people present, for never
before had. they seen a blind man
and a deaf and dumb man in couver-gatibn-."
