Telegrams Sent to Congress
Asking Retention of

, Dry Law

That war time prohibition
should be retained and that laws
should be immediately passed
for its enforcement the.-- e tire
the sentiments of Mansfield's
citizens, and our people spoke in
no uncertain terinsSunday when
all four of our churches unani-
mously adopted resolutions to
the above effect and sunt the fol
lowing telegram to Hon. Selden
P, Spencer and Hon. James A.
Reed, United Slates .senators
from Missouri; lion. Thos.L. Ru
bey, congressman from the Kith
Missouri district, and Hon. C. A.
Newton, congressman from the
10th district:

Mansfield, Mo., May 25, 1919.
Presbyterian, Baptist, Chris

tian and Methodist churches to-

day unanimously adopted resolu-
tions urging retention of the
war time prohibition law and im-

mediate passage of laws for its
enforcement, claiming food still
needed by starving nations must
not go to breweries. This is the
spirit of the entire community.

He was born in Clay county,
North Carolina, Nov. 1(3,1839, and
was 79 years, 6 months and 7
days of age at the time of his
death May 23, 1919.

He was married to Sarah Reed
Oct. 21, 159. To this union were
born six children, three of whom
have passed to the Great Beyond

Okla, Tlios. Young of Odes-sia- ,

La., and Jesse Young of Pine
Bluff, Ark,, survive. The form-
er was the only one with him at
the time of his death.

"Uncle Bob" as everyone called
him, was converted when ayoung
man and united with the M. E.
church. He afterwards joined
the General Baptist church, be-

ing ordained to the ministry in
ls81. He lived a faithful Christ-
ian life till death.

FAMILY HAS REUNION

Youngbloods Have a Truly
Remarkable Record

in Life

Six brothers of the Youngblood
family, ranging in age from 54 to
79 years, were here Tuesday en- -

route home from Soiallett where
they had been to visit their bro-

ther, who is 06 years old. An
other brother, aged 54, was not
at this family gathering, which is
the 19th annual Youngblood fam- -

ly reunion but the first to be
held at Sinallett.

There were 14 children in the
Youngblood family 8 boys, all
living, and 6 girls, all dead.

Their father was Dr. T. B.
bungblood, who was born in

ennessee in 1014, ana uioa in
1879. The family lived for a

hiie in Alabama, then in Miss
issippi,and Arkansas, where they
resided at the outbreak of the
Civil War. The elder Youngblood
organized Co. K, 1st Arkansas
Cavalry, of which he was made
captain, and made his way
through the Confederate lines
and fought for the Union. Two

f the boys also served in the
Union army. The family later
located in Missouri.

The members of the family are
William, J. P.. C. M., John A.,
T. B., J, M., G. G. and H. C.

The reuuion was held at the
home of T. U. Youngblood, aged
66. who owns near bmallett a
250 acre stock farm, well impro
ved, and one of the best farms in
Douglas county. H. C. was the
only absent brother. The com
bined weight of the boys is near
ly a ton, and on their reunion
they consumed, among other
things, two hams, a goat, six
chickens, 100 pounds of flour
and the milk and cream from
herd of 13 cows. All have been
or are now successnu business
men and they certainly believe
in enjoying life. They are all
Republicans they claim they
always voted the tickot straight,
never told a lie, and have never
been in jail, As one of the boys
remarked, when one of the fain
ily acquires too much wealth, the
bunch go and visit and stay long
enough to eat an amount of his
worldly goods sufficient to re
duce him their own level of
wealth they have that much
practical Socialism.

William, aged 79, lives at Mari
onville. For about 20 years he
was a blacksmith and forl7years
a grocer.

J. P., aged 75, resides in
Springfield at 755 Prospect. For
many years he was a farmer, la
ter conducting a grocery m
Springfield.

CM , aged 71, lives on Route 3,

Springfield. He was a black
smith and wagon maker for 20

vears and a general merchant
for 30 years. He now farms and
deals in stock.

John A , aged 69, also lives in
Springfield, at 851 Benton. He
began life as a farmer. For 12

years he was surveyor of Greene
county and served one term in
the Missouri legislature. He is a
lawver by profession, but has
been blind 10 years. They say
he is the only fisherman in the

owd aud manages to land sev
eral good catches. He was the
author of the poem, "Missouri"
incorporated in the records of
the last session of the legislature
and written in the interests of
pensions for the blind. He has
also composed a poem giving
history of the Youngblood family

T. B., aged 66, is a farmer and
stockman at Sinallett, where he
has lived 29 years.

J. M., aged 63, lives at Ana
darko, Okla. tie was for several
years a merchant at Republl
aud later at Anadarko. He now
sells Fords aud pianos and look

after his 700 acre farm near Ana
darko. Oil prospects, with deve
lopment near at hand, may yet
make him a millionaire.

G.G., aged 54, owns the tele
phone system at Ripley, Okla
at which place he resides. He

followed this business a number
of years.

H. O, aged 52, of Billings,
Mont., has been in the west for
some time, where he is in busi
ness.

Accompanying these brothers,
was their adopted brother, B. G.
Scheffler.a Springfield capitalist,
who, although himself a total ab-

stainer, has been in the whole
sale liquor business.
