The Stale platform condemns

contributions for political pnisses
from corpoiations. ( hairmau
Hothwell has strictly adhered to
this declaration of the platform
As a result. Democratic oflicials
who may be elected will be aheo
lutely free from any obligations
whatsoever to cortMiratioiia or their
agents.

The Republican orators and
newspapers have hnd a great deal
to say alxiut the lemocratic State
Committee receiving money from
corporations. The Democratic
State Committee, Mr. Kothwcll
says, would be pleased to hear
from Mr. Akius on the subject of
corporation contributions to the
Iicpiiblicnu State Committee. It
wants to know if he will come out
as openly as Mr. Hothwell on the
eve of the election sad assert that
not one cent has been received bv
bis committee or sny member or
representative of it for political
rurpoee from corporations or rep-
resentatives of corporations.

Mr. Kothwcll talked freely yes-
terday in regard lo campaign con-

tributions to the State fommittec.
In sddition to reiterating the state-
ment that not one cent had hecu
received from any corporation or
corporation representative, he said
that but two eonuties in the State,
Chariton and Randolph, have con
tributed stiything at ll toward the
expenses of the State campaign,
and in these two eases the eon- -

ttjbutious were small. The other
1 12 counties in the Statu have not
contributed one cent.

It current 'reports are true the
corporations have made very liberal
contributions to the Republican
State Committee campaign, and
most of the mouey being used in
the city esmpnign by the Republi
cans come from eorpoietiou men
and big corporations. Republic.

"If the money received from the
government on aeoouot of war
claims, sale of publle lands, etc.,
ran paid into the Slate treasury,

why ia not the mnoey still there in
the ptnee of these certificates of in
debteduesaf "

This money wa ned to lioui- -

dat oiilHluuding bonds of the State
held by various partiea upon which
I lie State was paying interest.
Keep in mind now that the out
standing bond were debta payable
tiy Ibe Ktate (the people) of Mis
snnri. And also remember that
the Stale (the people) bad enough
money in the school fund to nay
off tlu se debts. Hence the State
(the people) look np their bonds
outstanding with this money and
issued m lien thnrof tbetr own ob
ligattou non -- negotiable bonds
corttDcatea of indebtednees pay-
able to the Stale board of educa
tion.
