A large audience gathered in the
Opera House on Thanksgiving
morning at ten o'clock to attend
the annual union services.

Kcv. v. Tj. IlicKok, who was
the presiding officer, first intro
duced Senator M. It. Smith, who

after a few introductory historical
remarks, read the first Thanksgiv-
ing proclamation issncd by an
American President, that of George
Washington on October Itrd, 1789.
This proclamation is as follows:

"Whcras, It is the doty of all
nations to acknowledge the Prov- -

deince of Almighty Ood. to obey
His will, to be grateful for His
benefits, aud humbly to implore
His protection aud favor; and,
vficrras. both houses of Congress
have by their joint committee re
(nested me 'To recommend to the
people of the L'uited States a day
of public thanksgiving and prayer
to lie observed by acknowledging
with gtatrful hearts the many sig-

nal favors of Almighty Ood,
by affording them an op-

portunity peaeeubly to establish a
form of government for their safe-

ty and happiness':
"Now, therefore, I do recommend

and asuign Thursday, the 2Gtb dav
of November next, to be devoted
by the people of these Slates tn
the service of thit great and glor
ious Being who is the liennficent
author of all the good that was,
that is, or that ever will lie.

'The following specific subjects
are recommended for itianksgiv- -

ing: for protection previous to In
coming a nation; the course and
conclusion of the late war; tran-
quility, nuion and plenty; the con-

stitution of government, particu-
larly the national one; civil and
religious liberty; the means of ac- -

niiring and diffusing useful know
ledge; and for all the great and
various favors vouchsafed. Also,
that the people unite in prayer aod
supplication to the Oreat Ruler
of the Nations."

It wss intended that Hon. 8. C.
Oresham should read the first pro-

clamation issued by a Uoveruor of
Missouri. This proclamation was
issued by Governor Bob Stewart
and was written by Rev. Dr. Wm,
M. Prottsman, who died at Boone--

ville on the 28th of last October,
at the age of 87 years. However,
Mr. Oresbam was unable to pro
cure a eopy of this proclamation
and read in its stead the proclama
tion Issued thia year by (lovemor
Dockery. '
