BRYAN ACQUITTED.

SiJf Srsss cf Aslttsl
ol yet Recovered.

lolni A. Ilryan. who kilird Harry
McDowell on December 5, 1!)0, at
1'arkanl'a store iu Taylortown.
wua H('iiittel in Hie I'irrmit Court
here, itt Fritlny.

Tho crime of which Bryan was
ttcxjuittri waa eridently that of
crazy or drunken roan. He en-

tered Packard's store on the day he
committed tbe crime and there met
McDowell, wbo theretofore had
been considered his friend. In the
course of Ciitiverrmlioti, tliry be
gan to pans eourte jeu on onr
another. Finally liryan '"st con-
trol of himself and whipped out a
revoiver, which be leveled at Mc-

Dowell. McDowell started around
behind the atove, near which they
wee standing, aud Bryan tired.
The ball entered above the left hip
joint rind ranged upward, 'uBieting
internal injuries, from which Mc-

Dowell died the following day.
Bryau was indicted for murder io
first degree, which means banging;,
imprisonment for life, or actiuitta'.
The defense admitted the deed,
but plead insanity. The testimony
created a doubt in the minds of the
jury as to the insauity of Bryan,
and they brought in a verdict of not
Ciiilty on the sole ground of insan-
ity, and furt Ikt stated that the de-

fendant had not yet recovered.
Bryan will lie committed to an asy-
lum in the near future.
