At a recent ateetiug of a fsroier'
lastltut th subject diiused was th
beat method ol curing nd keeping
hams. All mem ben agrsed that th
quality of th neat depended in a great
ainailur npoa th kind of hogs and
Ik way they wr cared for. Much
better meat la obtained from the pure-
bred than the com mo a arruu. Im
order to be perfectly healthy they need
plenty of range, with as great variety
af feed as possible, sod plenty of fresh
clear water. They should be killed la
cold frosty weather, and after scald-
ing and cleaning, hung np to cud over
algbt. Several method of salting
and smoking were presented, but th
following, which was given by a farmer
who, after year of experirnce, ha
galued th reputation of having th
best sugar-cure- ham in the county,
was accepted ss tha most satisfac-
tory!

Cut th meat up in the morning and
ship th ham nicely. Halt lightly
to bring out the blood, and allow It to
remain day or two. Prepare brine,
using two pounds of salt, two ounces
of saltpeter, two pounds of brown
titgar, one ounce of red pepper and
Ive gallon of water fur each lou
pounds of meat. Let this brine, which
should be strong enough to float sa
egg, stsnd until th ingredients have
dissolved, tbea place th hams in a
light barrel and pour the brine over
them until they are covered. After
tea dsya pour tha fcrin off and rnvrr
wrtn rresh brine prrflarrd as the first
was. When thry have been in th
brine month, take them out. wipe
them with a dry cloth, aud while still
damp sprinkle powdered borsx over
them, using Ublesponnful to ten
pounds of net. A large pepper box
Is a great brlp in applying It. Ilsng
them np snti smoke w Ith hickory chip
two or three weeks. Slip rsch hsm
l"t sort, tlr te rod, .t .1.1 . !.
and hng them up in a cool dry ptsc
until you whh to use them. The pre-
