Tho White House at Washington,
which has been the "Kings Palace"
Of the Amrlean People since It was
first occupied by President Madison
In 180D, bas recently undergone a
thorough course of remodelling, reno-
vation and repair. Evory American
citizen Is owner of an undivided
eighty or eighty-fiv- millionth part of
the White House, as well as of thl
other Public Buildings and Monuments
In the Capitol City. An item In the
renovation of the remodelled White
House was repainting. Every visitor
to Washington knows why the Whits
House Is so called because It is lit-
erally a "whlto houso". Tho exterior
paint must therefore be whlto. Now
while tho pure white surfaces and sim-
ple lines of tho Whlto House, set In
tho midst of green lawns and beauti-
ful trees, produco a very satisfying
effect of dignified simplicity, whits
paint from a practical point of viaw,
Is about the most unsatisfactory kind
of paint that could have been selected
by the original designers. First,

any white paint Is easily dis-
colored by smoke and dust, and sec-
ond, becauso ordinary white paint
Itsolf gradunlly turns grny or brown-
ish yellow from exposure.

But white tho Whlto Houso Is and
whlto It must remain or It would no
longer be tho "Whlto House". So the
renovators, making the best of a dis-
couraging situation, Bought for the
bet kind or whlto paint procurable.
The avcrago citizen if asked to guest
what kind of paint they finally decid-
ed on would probnbly answer "whlto
lead and oil," but he would guess
wrongly. Tho paint selected as tne
best obtainable was a ready mixed
paint, such as can bo bought In any
well furnished villngo storo, such as
Is used by more than half of the
eighty or eighty five million owners
of the Whlto House on their own
homes. That one brand of mixed
paint was used Instead of another la
a rncro accidental detail there are
fifty or a hundred brands on the
market that might have been selected
In other circumstances, and In fact,
a different brand was used In paint-
ing the Capitol.

Every property owner, therefore,
who paints his bouse with a high
gratle reudy-mlxe- paint Is following
the example set by the Government
Authorities at Washington, who used
ready-mixe- pnlnt, because they could
dud nothing else as good.

trade, marks upon them. Thomas Wil
son, clerk of tho Kelley Hardware
Company, In Duluth, Identified them
as having .been bought at the storo
by a party of six foreigners a week
before the murder. That these were
tho six murderers, one for each of the
Intended victims, there can now be no
doubt.

l'lalnly tho dead six had been
marked for vengeance.

Their trail hns been followed from
far ocross tho seas to tho hidden fast-
ness of the far Northwest by men who
evidently had sworn to kill. They had
traced their quarry to Albion, Minn.,
a tiny town, nnd from tAcnee to Du-

luth. When the six came to Minne-
apolis they were hunted still.

Had Fled Far to Find Safety.
Adding to the mystery, the vest-

ments of some order, religious or se-

cret, were found in tho house. What
hnd these to do with tho strange
deaths? But most remarkable of all
was tho plain proof thnt the six had
fled half-wa- nrnund the world to es-

cape their mysterious pursuers.
Passports proved this without doubt.
The papers boro tho earmarks of
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Turkey, Greece, Italy and the Balkan
Suites. Their money, their foreign
coins of gold, several checks and
money orders were all found Intact.
They had not been pursued to be
robbed.

What was It, then?
There had been no drinking bout.

Neither wine nor spirits, or empty
bottles or glasses were found. There
was no love affair, apparently, nt the
bottom of It. The men knew no wo-

men in this country. It may have been
the vendetta, who knows? But every-

thing points to politics.
And now comes the story told by the

passports, that seems to point to pollt-ca- l

murder. There were two pass-

ports found among the belongings of
the murdered men. One was Issued to
young Demitrl on January 2ii, 1H05.

Tills wos a passport from Macedonia,
issued by the Turkish government. It
bore the seal of the sultnn. Half of
tho document was In French, the other
half In Turkish.

It described him as smooth-sluvcn- ,

about 33 years of age, medium sl.:e, n

native of Macedonia and a suhje-- t of
His Imperial Majesty the Kult.rn. The
other passports were old mid

Strengthens Theory of Politics.
And this pointed to the polities of the

case. The Macedonian rebellion took
place about two years ago. The police
at once accepted this theory und went
to work on It. But the murderers had
covered their tracks too well.

This much the police bcllevo:
That the victims were leaders of the

rebellion and fled to this country and
that their murderers were agents of
the Turkish government. The idea Is
that they fled here, well knowing they
would be followed, but hoplug to escape
Into the far Northwest, where perhaps,
they might be safe. They went West
In the guise of railway laborers to es-

cape pursuit.
But those whose appointed task was

to kill were cleverer than they and
were always close behind. Though the
chase led half way around the world,
the Turkish agents found their quarry
In an obscure corner of Minneapolis
Bnd then went deliberately about, the
Job of killing.. They bided their time.
When alt six were rounded up together
and asleep, and when all was quiet
and deserted without, they stole Inside
and upstairs to finish the Job for which
tbey had come so far.

The dond men were not caught en-

tirely by surprise. There are plenty of
signs that they struggled desperatoly
against overwhelming odds. All the
furniture was unset, showing that
there was a struggle before the men
who bad been aroused front their slesp

of them down Into tho hole, and fin-

ally the flight Into the murky dark-
ness of the dawn.

Evidences of Conflict.
It was a sight to terrify when the

police broke in. The six were stone
dead, but there was plenty of evidence
thnt every one had fought for bis life
till, weak from loss of blood in the un-

equal contest, he hail fallen at the feet
of his enemy to receive his coup.

After satisfactory Identification hnd
been made, and the authorities had

made their preliminary Inquires, the
boilles were burled together. A Minne-
apolis medical college attempted to get
them for dissection, by right of a law
allowing them the bodies of nil paup-

ers without kith or kin, but when the
$502 was Bhown the college hnd to give
In.

The police have worked bard, but
nothing turned up. They have been
to Chicago and to Duluth, where thero
are other Macedonians, but nut a single
clew hns come to anything.

And now, "Who killed the six?"
seems to bid fair to go down Into hi
tory as one of the greatest murder
mysteries of tho century.

White ant Boll with the noats
and ants themselves Is a great deli-

cacy.
The reasons given for induglng in

the habit arc classified under the fol-

lowing heads: First, a peculiar
odor and taste In the clay ren-

dering it a delicacy; secondly, an un-

natural craving due to disease; third-
ly, to satisfy hunger; fourthly, force
if example; fifthly, supposed medic-

inal virtues.
A university student confessed to

frlond that the bland, earthy odor was
a great temptation to him and the
thought of It made his mouth water.
He always enjoyed the odor, be said,
when April showers fell upon previ-
ously parched earth.

The effects of the habit are disas-
trous. Those worsen addicted to it
very soon complain first of pain and
weakness In the limbs, palpitation and
difficulty In walking a little distance
uphill. After some time all the other
symptoms of anaemia are fully estab-
lished; sallow and pale complexion,
tongue and gums bloodless and general
debility.

parcntly Inoffensive men have been
cruelly put to death, and all the efforts
of men bred to the unraveling of
ghastly mysteries have been unavail-
ing, either to find the murderers or to
discover a motive for the crime.

The slayers have dlsnpcnred as com-

pletely as If, indeed, they wore the
fabled invisible cloaks.

At the bidding of a secret order
Hecause tho Turkish government

wanted them out of the way.
These are the various theories

formed by the police. And at theoriei
they stop.

All that is positively known is thnt
six men, marked for murder, lie in
their graves In Minneapolis all six
killed by orders of some one while
they slept.

Motives Apparently Absent.
Everything sems to point to poli-

tics. It was not money, because the
men's money and other valuables were
all found lulnct. It was not revenge.
becauso they knew no one In Mlune--

apolls. It was not love, because they
had no women, cither as wives or
sweethearts, in this country.

There is but ono explanation they
were put out or tho way by order or

nine, high political power on the other
aide of the water. This Is what the
police believe. What were the Intri-

cacies abroad no one dares surmise.
And dead men tell no tales.

The six were found lying quite dead
In a ramshackle old wooden house. No.
24fi South Tenth avenue, Minneapolis.
80 llllle known were they tlien-nboul- s

thnt the police hod a hard time In find-
ing out the names of the six. Finally
It was found that two were father and

on, Nlcolo and Klrle Demetrl, and
thnt the other fond were Kerstan
Tovke, Krlvle Mctle, Nukola Jaleas
and Andrl Jaless.

Bodies Not All Together.
The knives, tho blood-staine-

hatchet, tho splashes of blood every-
where, the disorder, the signs of a
struggle, told the story as plainly as
words could tell it. Four of the bodies
lay about the front room on the second
floor; the other two those of the De- -
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teetrls lay Id a dirty, muddy base-
ment, where they bad been dumped
by tho murderers.

Not a thing was found on any of the
men to give absolute proof of their
Identities. Even the landlord, H.

didn't know their names. All
he cared about was that the men had
paid four months' rent in advance
when they came there a week before.
The men ate, slept and lived In the

little roms on the upper floor. They
never drank liquor and wire appar-
ently of the most peaceuble disposition.
They went out regularly every day
and returned with equal promptitude
In the evening.

Even the people who lived below
heard nothing on the night of the mur-
der. It was only guessed at because
the men didn't appear on the second
morning after the murder. Some one
notified the landlord and he summoned
the police. They broke in.

Tcter Stuyanoff knew the dead men.
Ho wns arrested as a suspect at first,
but there was nothing to prove against
him. In fact, he gave tho police all the
little they do know. He said the men
never had a quarrel In their lives nnd
never carried weapons. He said they
were nil men who had come over here
to make their fortunes, nnd had no
thought of anything else but of mnk-In-

money and of sending for their
loved ones on the other side of the
world.

Pathetic Sight at Morgue.
It was a pitiful sight at the morgue

when poor Stuyanoff went there to
Identify his dead friends. Tho sight
of tho gaping wounds moved htm to
tears. He knelt before each body and
made the sign of the cross as he
breathed a prayer.

Then he arose to his feet and kissed
each dend man on tho blow. When be
finally came to tho body of his cousin,
young Yovke, he was completely over-
come. Great tears rolled down his
swarthy cheeks; his big red handker-
chief was soon soaked with them. He
took the head of the murdered boy In
his arms and kissed tho still face
again and again. Then he left the
room slinking with grief.

"They would not hurt a fly; would
not hurt a fly!" he moaned over and
over.

Fought Hird for Life.
When the house of slaughter was

senrched a lamp was found burning In
the rear room upstair. A light had
been seen there the night before. It
looked, however, as If the bodies found
In the cellar had ben dead longer than
the others. This only added to the
mystery.

Both bodies were terribly hewed and
hacked. In nil, the six bodies between
them bore more than lflll wounds, al-

most any one of them sufficient to kill
any man. There were great
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splashes of b'.ood all over the walls
and floors, and It soemed as If the
dead, aroused from their sleep, had
mado a desperate fight for life, but In
vain.

Two big bowle knives were found In
the room with the tour. Two more lay
In another room. A fifth. In Its sheath,
lay In the basement beside tho
