Was Known ti Sailors Before the
Twelfth Century Indlspcsnablo

Adjunct to Navigation.

Borne Asian people, perhaps the Chi-

nese, discovered, ninny centuries ago,

that n kind of Iron ore pofsei-sc- u very

peculiar quality. We call this ore
magnetic ore, In more common lan-

guage, lodestone, and It Is very widely
distributed, especially In the older
crystalline rocks. It was found that
If a bit of lodestone were placed In
water upon a piece of cork or straw
trald It would turn till the axis of the
stone assumed a north and south posi-

tion. A phenomenon of magnetism had
been discovered by means of an ore
that Is peculiarly susceptible to mag-

netic Influence.
It Is an open question whether the

Chinese utilized the directive power of
the lodestone, but It is certain that the
first rude compass was not used on
European vessels before the twelfth
century of our era. By that time the
true magnetic compass had been
evolved through the discovery that If
an iron or steel needle were stroked
on a lodestone it would recelvo the at-

tractive nnd directive power of this
ore. With this wonderful appliance
placed nt tho service of navlgntlon, the
vessels thai had hugged the coasts soon

dared to venture even out of sight of
land. A new Impetus was gradually
given to cartography, for now the true
directions of tho coast lines might be
