Chefoo, China Lieut. Clarence Eng-

land, navigating officer of the United
States cruiser Chattanooga, was
wounded by a rifle bullet fired by a
member of the crew of the French
armored cruiser Dupetit Thoiiars, and
died In a few hours.

Tho Chattanooga, with Lieut. Eng-

land on the bridge, was proceeding
from the harbor to a target range.
Just outside, and was passing tho
French squadron, which was anchored
near tho American squadron, nnd was
engaged In small arms practice. Teh
Chattanooga, after several bullets had
struck the side of the ship, signaled
to tho Frenchmen to cease firing, but
before this was accomplished Lieut.
Kngland was struck In the back, nt
tho hase of the spine, probably by a
ricochet bullet, which left his body
under the arm.
