The
people have been asleep for a cen
tury on this question, and now a
chief executive of the tuition, full of
energy and red blood, is pressing
the question of Federal control of

departments of State: The legislut
Ive, the executive and the judicial
Hut he Assumes to coerce the legis
lutlve pwiaer and "pack" and Influ
ence tlie Judicial department to do
his will and adopt his views in the
enactment and construction of laws.

All thoughtful people who believe
in State rights are alarmed at the
heudway made by the advocates of
centralization, and It behooves the
Democrats to begin a campaign of
education on litis Issue.

But I am a raudldate for Governor
of Missouri, and it is with the poli
cles and functions pertaining to that
ofllce that I wish to ileal now. If I
am elected Governor and Installed
as the Chief KxeruUr of this State,
I will take as my guide and platform
the Constitution and Laws of the

of a commission to regulate tolls,
charges and rates of gas, electric
light, telephone and public utilities.

I have absolute confidence In the
wisdom and Integrity of the people
and am willing to trust them. I am
opposed to government by injunction
and am in favor of the right of a
trial by Jury In all oases. Freedom
of speech and personal liberty are
guaranteed by our State Constitu
tion, and I don't believe any legis
lative act should undertake to dio-- 1

order, but we should not confound
or mystify the term liberty.

Civilized societies
huve their extensive and intricate
systems of Jurisprudence, and even

states yield to the
commands of a King or some other
despotic ruler. Eve.i iu societies
possessing the greatest blessings
each Individual Is restricted to cer-

tain limitations Iu his Intercourse
with others mid Invested with rights
which extend to all and which can-

not be infringed without endunger-In- g

the security and happiness of
every member who is an Integral
purt of the community.

Liberty receives strength and
vigor by wholesome laws and a punc-

tual observance of tliem not by de-

spising them and treading them un-

der foot. Justice, equity und regu-

larity are oil friends of liberty she
cannot subsist without them.

Local Option Democratic.
Now, In regard to the liquor truf-

fle: I can safely suy that the Dem-

ocratic purty is not u prohibition
party, und I inn not a prohibitionist,
but our Constitution declares that
the right of petition shall not be
denied; therefore, 1 believe that
when u respectable number of citi-

zens petition the legislative power
for a concurrent resolution sub-

mitting the question of prohibition
their petition should be granted and
the question submitted to a vote,
und whatever the will of the mu-Jorl-

is should be the law and should
be enforced. The people made the
Constitution; It is theirs, and they
have a right to change or amend it
whenever a majority of the legal
voters so desire.

Local option is a good Democratic
way for each locality to say whether
or not the truffle shall be crmittcd
iu that locality, and our present lo-

cal option law needs some amend-
ment so as to fully protect communi-
ties having adopted it. In any com-

munity or city In the State where
the liquor traffic Is permitted by
law, I am in favor of its being pro-

tected In its legal rights Just the
same us any other business. The
Stute must control und regulute the
liquor traffic, hut it will not submit
to the liquor truffle controlling the
State.
