LONG SLEEP WELCOME.
Never shall I forget that sleep at Cape

Columbia, it was sleep, loop, then turn
over and slep again. We slept glorious-
ly, with never a thought of the morrow
or having to walk and, too, with no
thought that there waa la be never a
Bight mote of hkgjdlng headache.

Cold water to a patched throat is noth-
ing compared with Bleep to a numbed,
fatigued brain end body.

Two days wo spent h'-r- In sleeping and
drying our clothes. Then for the ship.
Our dogs, like ourselves, had not been
hungry when we arrived, but simply life-

less with fatigue. They were different
animate now. and the better ones among
them swept on with tightly curled tullB
nnd uplifted heads nnd their hind kga
treading the now with pistonlike regu-
larity.

MARVIN'S FATE LEARNED.

On September R we arrived nt Inllan
Harbor, whence the meeaage, "Btnn and
stripes nulled to north pole," wns Bent
vibrating southward through the crisp
Labrador air.

Bail Ilea, eaaman, nnd Wiseman nnd
Joyce, firemen, not only assisted Mar-
vin and McMillan In their tidal nnd
meteorological observations on the
Roosevelt but Wiseman and flames
went Into the ti' ld with them on their
trips to Cape Columbia, and Condon
and Cody covered 1.000 mlba hunting
and sledging supplies.

PRESENTS FOR ESKIMOS.
As for my faithful Eskimos. I have

left them with ample supplies of dark,
rich wulrus meat and blubber for their
winter, With currants, sugar, blseutts.
guns r I flee, ammunition, knives, hatch-
ets, traps, etc.

For the splendid four who atood
me at tho pole a boat and tent

each to requite them for their energy
and the hardnhlp and toll they under-
went to help their friend Peary to the
north pole.

But all of thia the deafly bought
years of experience, the magnificent
Btrength of tho Koosevelt, the splen-
did energy and enthusiasm of my party,
the loyal faithfulness of my Kaklmoe

could have gone for naught but for
the fat thf nl necessaries of war fur-
nished so loyally by the members and
friends of the Peary Arctic club.

Their assistance haa enabled me to
1.11 the last ol the great earth stories,
the atory the world haa hevn waiting;
to hear for 800 years the atory of
the discovery of the north pole.

An a matter of fact, wo nearly did

this, covering regularly on our return
Journey five outward MtCheg In three
return murches.

Just as long as we rould hold the
trail we could double nur speed, and
wa need waste nn time In building
new Igloos eVery day, so that the time
WO gained on the return lessened the
chances of a gala destroying the track.

Just above the eighty-sevent- paral-
lel was a region some tlfty miles wide
whi' h caused me considerable unensi
ncsa. Twelve hours of strong emterly,
weaterl) or northerly wind would
make this region an open sen.

In the afternoon of the 7th we ntnrt-e- d

on our return, having double fed
Hie doirs, repaired the sledges for the
last time, nnd discarded all our spare

0thing to lighten the loads.
TRIES TO SOUND SEA.

Five ml lea from the pole a narrow
craek filled with recent ice. through
Whloh we were able to work a hole
with a pickax, enabled me to make a
lounging' All my wire. 1,500 fatlioma,
was sent down, but there was no hot
org

In pulling up the wire parted a few
Mt horns from the surface and lead and
wire writ to the bottom. Off went reel
ind ban lie. iifzhii ning the aledgei stilt
further, We had no more use for them
now.

Three marches brought ua back to
the IglOOa where the captain turned
beek. The last march was In tho wild
ewaep of a northerly gale, with drift-
ing enow and the Ice rocking under as

e danhed over It.

NOT DELAYED BY LEADS.
Ilouth of where Murvln had turned

back we came to where hla party had
built several igloos while delayed by"
open tea us. mill lurtner south we
found where the cuptaln had been held
Up by an open lead and Obliged to
eamp.

Fortunately tho movement of tiieao
leada was slmplv open nnd shut, and It
took considerable wuter motion to fault
the trail seriously.

TxTiilo the captain. Marvin, and aa 1

found later. Uorup. hud been delayed
by open leads, we seemed to bear a
harm and with no single lead were we

delayed more than a couple of hours.
Sometimes the ice was fast and firm
enough to carry ua acrosa; sometimes
a short detour, sometimes n brief halt
for thu lead to close, sometimes an Im-
provised ferry on an Ice cake, kept the
trail without difficulty down to the
tenth outward march.

LOSE BARTLETT'S TRAIL.
Igloos tber disappeared completely

and the entire region waa unrocognli-able- .
Where on tho outward Journey

had been narrow cracks, there were
now broad leads, one of them over five
miles la width, caught over with young
Ice.

Here again fortune favored us, and

CONDITIONS ALL FAVORABLE.
It waa a fine morning. Tho wind of

the last two days had subsided, nnd the
going was the best nnd most equable
of any I ha) had yet. The floea were
Utgjre and old. and clear, and were

by pressure rldgea. some of
T'bich were almost stupetidoue.

The biggest of them however, were
easily negotiated, either through some
crevice or up some huge brink. 1 set
a good pace for about ten hours.
TwentyOve miles took me well be-

yond the eighty-eight- h parallel.
While 1 was building my Iglooe a

long lead forward by the eaat and
southwest of us at a distance of a few
miles.

TRAVEL WA8 EASY.
A few hours' sleep nnd wo were on

the trail again. As the golug was now
practicality horizontal, wo were un-

hampered nnd rould travel as long as
we pluuaed and sleep aa little aa we
wished.
