HE irregularities—we use a
mild term—oceuring with
such regularity in the elections of St.
Louis—but perbaps no worse there
than in other lorge cities—are al-
ways laid at the door of the politi-
ceal party having charge of the
election  machioery.

Harvest time is approaching. The
election returns of 1910 Indieate that
the Democratic party is approrching
the hour of (ts trivmph.

When the Democratie party foughe
for an incomo tax, those who fa-
vored the tnx were onlled demns-
gogues and disturbers of the peace,
und were goensed of trying to array
the poor against the rich. Sinee a
Republican Presldent, a Republican
Senute and o Republican House have
submitted the income tax smend-
ment, the people have become con-
vinoed that the Demoeratic party
was the chanmplon of the masses in
its advoeacy of the income tax.

When, eclghteen years ago, the
Democratic party began its fight for
the election of Senntors by direet
vote of the people, it was accused of
attempting to revolutionize the gov-
ernment and destroy the Influence
of the States in the Federal Congress,
but now that two-thirds of the States
have endorsed the reform; now that
three Republican Congresses have
declared for it and an Repablican
candidate for Prosident has admitted
that he is inclined to favor it, the
people recognize that the Democratie
party has spoken for the masses of
the people.

pelled 1o admit that the trast evil
demands attention, onr party s ree-
opnized as the defonder of the peo-
plo's interest on this subject. Our |
party's opposition to the shilp sub-
gidy and to extravaganee |n loglsla-
tion I8 now more popular than it
wis o few yvears ago.

For more than twenty years the
Demoerstie party has been pointing
out the inlquities of a high tarift
and calling attention to the neces-
sity for tariff redoction. A great
many have beon so wedded to the
prineiple of high proteetion that It
has been diMeult to check their
faith in the system, but the promise
made by the Republieans two years
ngo  and their violation of it in the
Hirst session of the present Con-
gress, these together have opened
the eyes of the blind and aroused &
country-wide protest ngainst the
high tariff leaders.

The growth of publie sentiment in
favor of the things which the Demo-
cratic party has been advoeating
and the disgust with the manage-
moent of affairs by Republican lead-
ors, have led to the signal vietory
won by the demoerats on November
8, but the vietory will be of no pur-
pose unless the Demoerats entrusted
with power are in sympathy with
the forward movement which the
Democeratic party lLias been leading,
There must be no backward step;
